My Peace I Give Unto You.
The Lord Jesus was about to part from His disciples. He was preparing them for His physical absence. He knew then in the world they would not have peace. Today, the world is still searching for that elusive peace. Global peace will never arrive until the Prince of Peace is crowned in the Millennium.

However, personal peace is equally important. This peace is possible for each one of us to possess – it was the promise of Jesus to His disciples and it is a promise for us today also.
 the Peace of Christ
The Peace of Christ (My Peace) is not only unique (only occurrence in the KJV New Testament) but it is one also in nature and in the character it is given – not as the world giveth.  It gives Peace to a troubled conscience (let not your heart be troubled) and peace to a fearful mind (neither let it be afraid.)

The Peace of God which passeth all understanding (Phil. 4:7) which comes from the God of Peace (Phil. 4:9) Himself was a very welcome feature last term. Subsequent to the comparative “peace” I enjoyed when speaking on the Year of the Horse (should any one like to have a copy of this message please drop in a line) in all the seven assemblies in Penang during the Chinese New Year season, I was on to a very heavy schedule of preparation and presentation of Bible studies. Personally I thanked the Lord for His peace of mind and spirit in those heavily-packed days.

He is our Peace … and (HE) preached Peace   

(Eph. 2:14, 17).

At Easter, the Lord became the Peace Offering for all mankind. The theme for this year’s Penang Combined Assembly Easter Conference at Burmah Road Gospel Hall was Creatures Connected with the Celebration. Invited by Island Glades Gospel Centre (the sponsor of this Conference), I spoke on The Lamb that was Slain, The Fish that Swam and the Bird that Soared. The Sunday evening Easter service saw a full capacity crowd of about 290 people witnessing 16 candidates confessing Christ in the waters of baptism. What was very encouraging to me was that most of the nine baptised from Butterworth Gospel Hall came from the YP session I took on “Why I must be baptised” a month before. 

My next important preaching programme was to celebrate with Sungei Nibong Gospel Hall on the occasion of their 20th Thanksgiving Anniversary on 13th April. The theme, From Hitherto to Henceforth, occupied our thoughts. This was followed by a trip to Kepong Gospel Chapel for a series of three nights of ministry on The Prepositions of the Holy Spirit. It was a joint meeting with Sri Damansara Gospel Centre from 3rd to 5th May. 

From 25th to 28th May I was invited to speak on the theme of Walk in Faith by The Life Chapel at their annual Retreat at Genting View. They had a record attendance of 293 campers at the Retreat which doubled that of previous years. In spite of the big number, it was well organised as they studied the Heroes of Faith, viz. Enoch, Joseph, Daniel and Joshua. I was privileged to catch up with Peter and Peggy Ferry when I was there. Peter was the teacher at the Cheras Gospel Centre Camp. There were three Christian Camps at the same premises at that time.
My Peace I give unto thee

- Rest in Peace.
On the two occasions, I was away at Kepong and Genting, I returned to the shocked news of the homecall of the almost 84-year old Mdm. Yeoh Siew Leng and 87-year old Mr. Ooi Kee Cheang respectively. Mdm. Yeoh came to know the Lord late in life. Her simple faith in Him was an exemplary Dorcas (Acts 9:36) to me. She excelled in cooking and she stood out as a loving sister who cooked her special dish of fish head curry and sent it to my very doorstep. Mr. Ooi was an example in faithfulness. He would travel long distances just to attend services at BRGH though he could attend others nearby. He was one of the rare remnant stalwarts from the Farquhar Street Mission Chapel days. Regrettably I could not attend his funeral because of flu. Both Mdm. Yeoh and Mr. Ooi are now enjoying….

The Peace that Christ GIVETH
I thank the Lord once again for motivating you to pray for my ministry for Him. Some even give towards this ministry. The Lord has blessed me through your giving so that I can share it with others. Once again, I want to thank the two regular anonymous givers from Burmah Road Gospel Hall. But when thou doest alms, … thy Father which seeth in secret himself shall reward thee openly. (Mt. 6:3, 4) May the Lord reward you accordingly.

as my Father hath sent me, 

even so send I you.

It is noteworthy that just as Christ sent out His disciples, He first gave them peace.  The next term will be very challenging. Even as I launch out into the deep, I need all the Peace He can give me – Peace of Heart, Peace of Mind, Peace of Spirit, Peace in the places I visit.

From 9th, and 14th to 16th June, I shall be teaching on The Letters to the Seven Churches on the theme “Church Alive” at Butterworth Gospel Hall. This is the second time that I have been asked to conduct a 3-night (14th-16th) special 2-hour session teaching ministry in an assembly in Penang. The first was on The Second Coming of Christ at Island Glades Gospel Centre many, many years ago. Today this is a common feature in my present ministry in other assemblies outside Penang.

From 24th to 28th June I shall be at GLO Bible Training School to teach on Biblical Eschatology and Biblical Hermeneutics. However, from past experience this 24-hour course may stretch a few more hours extra in the afternoons if the participants request for additional lectures. Prayer for my physical endurance will be much appreciated during this period especially after my recent recovery from flu.

From July 10th to 13th I shall be at the Northern Region Fellowship Camp at Cameron Highlands. Mr. Lee Swee Seng is the Camp teacher, while I take a workshop and be responsible for the daily morning devotions. 

July is my month of rest. However, apart from the NRFC above, I still carry on with my regular Bible Classes at Bethel (my house), and for the 50 odd leaders and workers of the Penang assemblies at SNGH, as well as my monthly commitment to my home assembly. Hopefully the Lord will enable me to take sufficient rest perhaps somewhere outside Penang to enjoy His Peace and Relaxation during this period. 

2nd to 4th August will see me conducting three days of seminar and Workshop on Biblical Hermeneutics for Kledang Community Chapel and Batu Gajah Gospel Hall. It will be a hands-on workshop to learn how to interpret scriptures based on sound hermeneutical principles. The rest of the month will be spent preparing for my mission to Sydney.
