Touched by An Angel

This is the title of an NTV7 Programme, which I happed upon one Saturday at 5.00p.m. in late February to which I became “hooked” every week after that – always with a handkerchief in hand, if time allowed. Each story relates how God sends three angels to intervene in the lives of mortals. The lesson that stands out each time is that God controls all circumstances and works them out according to His purpose and in His time. There is no accident with God. Each story is always based on a Bible text. 

Since reading the live testimonies of how God sent His angels to miraculously rescue the students and staff of the Murree Christian School, India on 5 August, 2002 from the attacking terrorists compiled in the book, Angels in the Rafters, my life has been touched by angels – maybe not really, but certainly in the consciousness of my mind. 

Angels in the Life of the Lord

My morning devotions from Choice Gleaning on 3rd March, read, Behold, angels came and ministered unto Him. Mt. 4:11

Angels were prominent in the life of the Lord Jesus. They heralded His birth; they ministered to Him after the temptation; they strengthened Him in Gethsemane; they announced His resurrection; and they accompanied Him in His ascension.

How good it is to know that the risen Lord has promised us this same support to strengthen us on our pilgrim way and on our way Home. These ministering spirits are there behind the scenes, intervening in our circumstances and providing timely help. Even when we come to the end of the journey, we will not take that flight to heaven alone, but like Lazarus in Luke 16, angels will tenderly carry us into our Father’s bosom. Yes, angels minister to His saints (Heb. 1:14); they guard our children (Mt. 18:10), though unseen, they are always with us (II Kgs. 6:16, 17). We individually have our guardian angels as each child has (Mt. 18:10) and as Peter had his own. (Acts 12:15)
Angels in My Life or Touched by An Angel

In March I was very taken up with angels in my life. I was made to know the reality of angels in Angels in the Rafters. I was reminded of angel ministry in my devotions. In my preparation of my studies for my Bidor Ministry on Revelation, angels flew out practically from every page of the book 74 times. In my phone conversation with a sister, she mentioned those of the household of God who ministered to her sick husband – they were angels to her! 
I reflected. 

There have many occasions I was marvellously Preserved, Protected, and Provided for. Those responsible were normal human beings but they behaved like angels, the ministering ones, that is. 

Heb. 13:1, 2 advise, Let brotherly love continue. Be not forgetful to entertain strangers: for thereby some have entertained angels unawares. These angels appear in human forms, and there are humans who are angels in their loving roles towards others of their brethren.

· Angels Preserve me.

Take for instance, when I suffered hallucination through an allergy drug overdose. I would have continued with the drugs, if not for a sister who was just, yes, just prompted to check on how I was that afternoon. She never did this before. On hearing about my experience in the morning, she advised me to go for a second opinion which never entered my mind because of my faith in the ENT specialist. That was when I knew I had a drug overdose! Was she an angel sent by God? To me she was one angel.
· Angels Protect me.

I remember the time when (with my wife) I was driving home from Batu Gajah after my ministry there. At the open area, near Pusing, I drove into a dreadful thunderstorm with lightnings streaking across and above my path. That was when daylight turned into night! It was a frightening experience, never encountered in all my life. I prayed hard for a safe journey home. The Lord answered. Were there angels protecting me then? I do not know. But I am glad that they are not the “Welcome Home” angels otherwise I would not be writing this about them!

·  Angels Provide for me. 

For this I have many experiences to relate, but suffice to touch on a few memorable ones.

· I wanted to have fellowship with the medical expenses of a servant of the Lord going through a heart by-pass surgery. I needed a substantial gift, but could not afford it. Then unexpectedly a sister sent me a gift which I felt could be used for that purpose. I asked for permission to do so as it was not designated. She replied that she wanted to give it for my mission to Australia but somehow forgot to assign it. (Did she forget or did God make her?) When informed of my intention, she rejoiced that her gift was timely to help someone in need. She herself had gone through three major surgeries. She was an angel sent to help in time of need.

· I was ministering the Word in Bethesda Ang Mo Kio, Singapore. After the meeting, I got a lift home from a dear brother. Another brother also jumped into the car. He was getting a lift home too. On the way, without warning, he just asked, “Mr. Ung, do you have a printer?” I replied affirmatively though caught unprepared by the question. I have a slow dot-matrix printer. “Can you use a bubble-jet for your ministry?” Of course, I could. It was one that I was longing for as my printed ministerial materials were of poor quality. On reaching his home, he asked me to wait as he went to bring out the printer. That night, an angel took a lift home with me!

· Just last month, my five-year old computer was giving me trouble. I have been delaying buying a new one and have been putting up with its idiosyncrasies. Then a brother from abroad just decided to pass on a gift to me in thankfulness for the Lord prospering him. Well, I could use this to subsidise buying a new one. I asked for permission to do so and it was freely given. Then two young brothers chipped in. They could assemble one for me at a fraction of the price for a new one. Coupled with a free hard disk, and a motherboard, the amount came to almost the equivalent of the unexpected gift! He and his wife gave because they wanted to share the blessings of the Lord. The young brothers gave because they wanted to be involved in the ministry of the Lord. Still another installed it for me. They were angels sent to me in time of need.

Angels Prove their Presence to me.

Being so taken up by the testimonies of Angels in the Rafters, and my studies on Revelation, one day I asked the Lord to show me evidence that He really does send His angels to minister unto me.

That morning I was doing my devotions on Matt. 4:11 from Choice Gleanings! (see above)

The next morning while I was paving the promenade at Gurney Drive, my thoughts were occupied with angels. I was recalling the occasions when angels ministered to the Lord’s people in the Bible. After the walk, as usual, I would water my garden plants. Normally, I would not have my door key with me. Somehow for the first time that morning, I debated with myself if I should.    I should! 

While I was watering the plants, my wife went out marketing, after which she would normally go to her mother’s house. When I finished, I wanted to enter the house. To my horror, the door was locked which my wife never did in the past when she saw me in the garden. I panicked for a moment. Then I remembered, for the first time I had the door key with me. I had asked the Lord to show me evidence of His ministering angels that morning. Was it an angel that made me take the key which normally I would not?

But there’s more to come.

When I opened my email that morning, I received the following two messages at one time:

Gladys Tan’s email on 04.03.03 at 12.23p.m. - Thanks for your help. You’re an angel (!, Ed)
Gladys Tan’s email on 04.03.03 at 12.24p.m. – 

Sorry for the message, Mr. Ung. I thought I was sending to Doreen for helping me.

I was completely taken aback. This was the first time Gladys wrote to me, and the first time we communicated. I only knew her as a participant in my meetings in Bidor previously. She had intended the message for Doreen, but she pressed the wrong key and the message came to me, naming me an angel. Was it Coincidence? Was it Chance? Or was it Confirmation of God’s answer to my prayer?

Oh yes, I believe in Angels! And may I be an Angel under God’s command ever to do His bidding too!

Saints of God acting as Angels feature prominently in my life. My thanks to the two BRGH anonymous angels who drop in their gifts regularly – their consistent care is most humbling to me. My thanks too to the kind-hearted angels who pass on the handiworks of their culinary skills or their firstfruits offerings for me to enjoy after Bible study sessions with them in various assemblies and in my home.  There are also kind-hearted angels who take a special concern for my wife and me and pray for us regularly, and many more which space does not allow to name. 

Of course, last but not least in my mention, is the Angel whom the Lord gave me 39 years ago and whom I treasure the most – His life-long companion and help-meet for me, my Angel for life.
