..Of our AirAsia Holiday
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July was my rest month. And the days were from 22-27 when my wife and I together with my cousin, Eng Lay and his wife, Lily rejoiced for the opportunity to go 
for a holiday to Kuching, having been successful in booking AirAsia tickets to fly us there at zero fare. This was our second time to Kuching and Damar Laut.  We rejoiced for “this day” that the Lord had provided for us to have a good rest after six months of a tight speaking schedule for me. The last three months were especially heavy and I was thankful for the respite.

…Of my Attendance at the ALC

The days were from 19-21 August. I rejoiced at the Lord’s provision of two couples’ concern that I should attend the Malaysian Assembly Leaders’ Conference (ALC) at Genting View Resort, Genting Highlands. Their practical concern provided the means and transport for me to do so, as I was invited by ALC to take one morning devotion at the three-day Conference. The theme of the Conference was “Assembly Growth – Building Together” and I spoke on “Building and Growing Together”. It was a good time to renew friendship, re-establish fellowship and rejoice together in the Lord.
…Of our Accident

Saturday, 29 September was one day my wife and I would like to forget and remember, and yet, through it all, we can still rejoice together. 

We had gone for our morning walk at Gurney Drive. Then we decided to go to Jelutong, six miles away, to do our marketing. As we were about to turn into the lane leading to the market, the front wheel of my motor-cycle slipped into a groove in the unevenly repaired main road, and back-wheeled. This forced the vehicle to unload its two riders. While it pinned my right leg down to the road, it also banged my wife’s legs hard on one knee. Somehow we survived the fall and rode home after a couple of passers-by helped us up. We thanked the Lord for His protection.
On arriving home, my wife’s blue-black, tennis-ball- sized-swollen knee drew concern, and we visited a 24-hour clinic at once. The doctor on duty advised her to go to the hospital emergency ward immediately. 

At the Loh Guan Lye Specialists’ Hospital, we had to send for an on-call orthopaedic surgeon, who, on seeing her condition sent her for an x-ray, admitted her, and scheduled her for an operation on Monday. The reason for her swollen knee was the presence of blood clots which were removed through surgery. A sample was shown to us – they looked like raspberry jam! She was hospitalised and confined in bed for almost one week for her to recover. 
We take this opportunity to thank all loving fellow-saints who visited her, prayed for her, loaded her with fruits and food, and even continued to do so after she came home as they knew I was in no position to cook for her nourishing herbal food and other preparations to help her recover fast. To these loving brothers and sisters in the Lord, we would like to say a big Thank You. Though much recovered, she still has to go for her twice-weekly physiotherapy until end of November.
As a consequence of this accident, three matters come to mind: (1) the advice by almost all who heard of the accident for me to throw away my 1970 PK9454 Honda 70 motor-cycle junk and to use my 1986 PBE2050 Toyota Corolla instead. (2) Mrs. Lim from SDGC with whom we stayed (see above) reported our accident to her cell group to pray for us. On coming home, while walking to her door, she tripped and fell flat on her face, injuring it, her arms and legs. (3) When my wife and I were in Sydney, we stayed with an elderly missionary couple. We noticed that this godly servant of the Lord never drove out in his car without first breathing a prayer to the Lord for His protection. 

I shall leave it to you to puzzle out the moral of what I am trying to say above. 

This is one day, we would like to forget or remember, but we will rejoice in it as we thank Him for showing us evidence of His personal protection, and the loving provision through His saints. 
…Of Anniversaries
This is the day of Anniversaries:-

October 20 was the 11th Anniversary of my commendation by Burmah Road Gospel Hall to a teaching ministry in Malaysia and Singapore but which has taken me far beyond these two countries.   

I am very grateful to a loving Christian couple in Penang who remembered me for this special date. I am grateful too for another anonymous believer/couple from Bethesda Ang Mo Kio-Depot Walk for having fellowship with me on this day though they did not know it. Likewise two other couples from an assembly in Penang. I believe that this was the day the Lord had made for me to rejoice in Him in His kind and timely provision in moving the hearts of these loving saints to remind me that the Lord God IS Good and Great and He is ever faithful to His own. Others may forget, but He does not.
October 28 was the 10th Anniversary of Mission Night and The ECHOS. This is the Milestone in the history of my commended service for the Lord. The Mission Night and The ECHOS are the two Monuments erected as Memorials in my Ministry for the Lord these eleven years. It was the day the Lord had made, and I would rejoice in it.

The ECHOS, a mission prayer bulletin, distributed on Mission Night provides regular intercessory coverage for the Lord’s labourers and work in the above countries as well as Afghanistan, Laos, Middle-east, Mekong River Basin, New Zealand, Sri Lanka, Vietnam, etc.

For this I have the Oversight of SNGH to thank. Even as we held our last study together on the Judgment at The Great White Throne, it was a day the Lord had made for us to gather thus, and certainly we would rejoice it in.    Note: this Class first started on 22nd April, 
2001. I am thankful to the Lord for the faithful “students” who faithfully attended the class all these years.
