The alert came from a prayer-partner and warrior, Elizabeth Alfred who emailed me on 16th July, Just wondered if you have your schedule for the coming months of your preaching and other engagements for me to be praying for you each week?? 
Did not I include my roster in the last Berita? I made a hasty check – it was only until end of June and my Berita was written in February. Now it is already August! 

I forgot; then only I remembered. One can be so busy that one can lose touch with time that the present can just slide into the past so unnoticeably that one is not even aware of its passage or its presence. You remember one moment and forget the next that present was ever present.
I am indeed truly grateful and thankful to God for regular prayer partners, like our sister, who pray consistently and specifically for the Lord’s servants, like me.
The last term was very challenging as I fulfilled my responsibilities and confronted new ventures. Mainly I was “pressured” by deadlines, self-imposed or otherwise because of my commitments. This was further intensified by unsuspected emergencies that emerged from time to time in times when least expected. 
The last Mission Night in June which highlighted The Life and Times of Anthony Norris Groves, the Father of Faith Missions, I was interviewed and asked if I believed and practiced this Faith principle. Of course, I do. I believe solely and strongly in the Personal Protection and Provision of my Yahweh Yireh at all times! Many things I can forget, but this I always remember.
I Remember my Lot


Psa. 16:5
The LORD is the portion of mine inheritance and of my cup: thou maintainest my lot.

It was a wonder how my lot was taxed to the limit last term, and yet He maintained and provided for my lot. My cup maintained the same inherited portion of His provision despite the number of times it was drunk from.
In March, the motherboard of my computer maintained that I had overworked her far too long (an average of 5 hours per day) making her assist me in my ministry preparations that she decided enough was enough and called it a day. So I had to get a new computer. I just cannot remember how before the advent of computer technology I could prepare all my sermons without it!

Then last week, my D-Link modem- router, given me by Pek Bing (elder from SNGH) to enable my desktop to talk wirelessly with my laptop, also decided to call it a day. Thus, I had to purchase a new one. For two whole days, I “wasted” my time at two computer shops waiting for the experts to configure my new Belkin to make the two talk. Belkin did its job well, but my laptop refused its communicated message from my desktop, reminding me of how the Lord was reconciling man to God, yet man rejects the message of reconciliation from God. In the end, when the technician finally got them talking, I was made much poorer by the service fee. But it was worth it, as it saved me from running upstairs and downstairs (where the two computers are located) with a thumb-drive trying to backup my important sermon and study data from one to the other and vice versa each time I work on my studies.. Now I do it via a dropbox in cyber space wirelessly transferring my files there with the assistance of Belkin.
With my hardware problems solved, I had to take care of my software protection too. I had to purchase two licenses for my Kapersky 2011 Antivirus programmes to protect my data both in my desktop and laptop. Every sen spent in that direction is worth it as I cannot afford to lose my half-a-century sermon and other study outlines, notes and materials. They are the legacy of hours spent poring over His Word. 
Then to enhance my ministry for the Lord, I had to purchase a Quickverse CD from the States to upgrade my Bible software. This has to be done from year to year to equip me with updated resources in my Bible study. In turn it saves me money from the purchase of cupboards to store the books and to find space in the house for them.
This term, in keeping with the times, I am switching more and more to Powerpoint Presentations in my sermon delivery. My first fully animated Powerpoint Presentation in four studies on The Wondrous Works of God (Job chs. 38-41) was done for the Singapore Ang Mo Kio Assembly Bible Camp in June. To enable a personalized resource library for my Powerpoint presentations, I had to get a new compact digital camera to replace my outdated five-year old Ricoh. Lumix FH20 fits the bill well, and now unique good-quality photos can be included to enhance the presentation. 

With this computer technology in the background, I was invited by the SS2 Seniors Christian Fellowship in April to speak to them on Technology and the Elderly. These 60 or so seniors from three assemblies were encouraged to enrich their shrinking world with an ever-widening reach to others though technology. It was encouraging to see some of them thanking me for removing from them their fear of the computer. Yes, they would revive their interest in emailing and Skype to communicate with their grandchildren again! It was most humbling too for me when a couple of young IT-savvy adults confessed that I embarrassed them with my Powerpoint presentation when I spoke at the SS2 Gospel Centre the next day on The Tiger in the Bible. 
Another load that was added to my lot was in May, when I was due to renew the road-tax of my 1970 Honda Cub 70.  I was shocked to discover that no insurance company would insure it. When finally I found one with the help of my cousin, it was uploaded to over RM100 for the premium alone with the caution that this would be the last year they would insure it – and this, for my not claiming even a sen from them in my over 50 years riding a m/bike!
In spite of all the above emergencies that taxed heavily on my resources I can still testify that my Yahweh Yireh still maintained my lot and the portion in my cup was not lessened in any way for the Lord is my Portion.

Still the doors were affected slightly in June when for the first time in my life, I experienced “vertical structures go(ing)” unstable because the “doors” were infected in the inner parts. Fortunately the infection came and went, and I am back to normal.

The birds continue to inspire me as each morning they sing me thoughts for my weekly ruminations and week-end ministries, even though my almond tree is providing them with less foliage and shelter with each passing year. These birds in the Botanical Gardens seem to rise earlier than usual these days forcing my wife and me to use torches to light the path before us as they sing us on our way.
That I need to remember my Creator was most impressively emphasized to me when I took the Ang Mo Kio Camp and highlighted the Wondrous Works of God in Job chapters 38-42 in four great studies on God’s Challenge to Job to Consider His Wondrous Works in Creation and how He cared for His Creatures. I had a wonderful time teaching in the camp of over 300 campers divided into various age groups and a special Cantonese-speaking group to boot. That the Camp was held at Cameron Highlands made the study more meaningful when group discussion questions were focused on the Creator’s Wondrous Works around them.
