3) Our 6D5N Cruise on Costa Victoria.
This was a dream of mine to de-stress and relax after “a hard term’s ministry” of preparation of my weekly Ruminations and studies in the various assemblies. Both my wife and I enjoy cruises but these days the fares keep on increasing and so we keep on dreaming.  
Then one day, a sister phoned us up to offer us a cruise from Penang via Singapore, Phuket, Pulau Langkawi and back to Penang. Her husband had offered this trip to a loving missionary couple whom he and his wife very much respected. But he was called home to be with the Lord before he could fulfill this obligation. Then the wife booked the tickets for this elderly couple in their late 80s and early 90s. However, at the last minute they had to decline the offer as one of them was too feeble to make the trip. As this offer was for the Lord’s servants, it was then offered us. The rest is history – His Story of how God always looks after the welfare of His servants! They may Dream in the night, but it is their loving Lord Who makes it real in the Day!
B. THE Down-in-the-Valley Experiences.
With the Ups, the Lord is kind and gracious also to give us the Downs. Paul knew and expressed this so tacitly in II Cor. 12:8-10, NKJV – 
Concerning this thing I pleaded with the Lord three times that it might depart from me. And He said to me, "My grace is sufficient for you, for My strength is made perfect in weakness." Therefore most gladly I will rather boast in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me. Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities…for Christ's sake. For when I am weak, then I am strong.
This last term had not been too good for me health-wise and otherwise:-
1) On my trip to Israel, I had to take only bread and water for my three meals during the last three days of the tour because of a bloated stomach which caused me much discomfort.
2) This was repeated the last three days or so until this day of writing. I have been taking three or four types of medication to reduce gas and my wife had to walk the extra mile to purchase food free of gas. This has affected my presence in church activities and in my preparation for my ministry as I felt lethargic and much discomfort in the stomach when sitting up.
3) But just before that and just after the Costa Victoria Cruise, I suffered from a viral infection and persistent cough that made me walk around with a surgical mask to cover my nose and mouth.
4) My wife and I continue to care for her sister with her depressing moods as a result of Parkinson’s disease. Our movements are restricted and likewise my ministry, as she cannot be left alone.
Consequently both my wife and I could not step out of our house without making sure we can find someone to accompany her. 

This year we were not even able to visit our children in KL. But we thank the Lord that Alvin and Daniel (my grandson) came to the 20th Anniversary Service to represent the family. Dorothy was to surprise me with a visit too but she had to forfeit her booked airfare because of her church commitments on that day. Christopher from the US was with us two weeks later and we had a good time of reunion. He was able to catch up with the other siblings in KL after his time in Bethel.
5) For some months now I have spurs in my left heel which give me pain when getting out from a lying position. They are like thorns in the flesh.
6) In three days in July (4-6th) my wife and I experienced three falls. My wife fell at the Botanical Gardens (4th) and her sister and myself fell on the escalator at TESCO, Tanjung Bungah on the 6th.  I was trying to help my sister-in-law then.
7) My wife too is having spinal problems and developing some slight hearing problems too.
In spite of all these infirmities, the Lord’s amazing grace is still sufficient for us and we are still able to do what He wants us to do and go where He wants us to go though with certain limitations. We praise the Lord for His grace that sustains us from day to day.
As we come to the end of the year we take this opportunity to thank all our prayer-partners who have so faithfully prayed for both of us and extending to us their practical partnership in so many ways. Thank you and may the Lord continue to bless all of you.
