In the next three months, we will have six Senior Citizens from the Assemblies proceeding to the mission fields for as long as six months to one year.
We would like to call on all the Senior Citizens in the Assemblies to rally together for the cause of mission, do something for his Kingdom so that everyone of every people in this world will at least have a single chance to hear the Gospel.

As the Mission Night and The ECHOS round up their tenth year in October this year, we give God thanks for condescending to use these two as instruments to create mission awareness among the saints in Penang and to some extent, elsewhere as the Lord chooses to use them. 

With this issue and for this first Mission Night in 2007, we would like to focus a challenge to the golden- and silvered-haired from among us, to be interested and involved in missions. In tonight’s Mission Night, we shall listen to the testimony of three retired teachers who went to Cambodia with five other younger ones last November and chose to obey God’s call to them to return and commit themselves to a year’s ministry there from April this year.
