The Emphasis on Partnership

If ever there was a word that could summarise the recently completed Tenth Anniversary Mission Night Thanksgiving Service and Mission Seminar, it would be PARTNERSHIP, loud and clear reverberating through the hall of Sungai Nibong Gospel Hall from front to back and from side to side – PARTNERSHIP! and Partnership! One just cannot do it alone – it is humanly not possible and scripturally wrong, so stressed Loh Ah Asiau in his final challenge to all present. It would just stress out the person concerned. Andrew Cowell in his article (see Profile 4) also stressed that even the Lone Ranger had his sidekick, Tonto. 

Ah Asiau reinforced this in his concluding proposal in 
10 Steps to Becoming A Mission-Minded Church. 

One of the steps is: PARTNERSHIP –       
Work with mission-minded churches and 

mission agencies in partnership: 

a) Developing mission policies and work according to the gifting of the Church, 

b) Developing mentoring, preparation, sending, care and support for potential missionary candidates.

Do read it prayerfully and ask the Lord how you, as an individual, can be a partner in the listed partnerships in that profile or how an assembly can also be part of this partnership as the Lord leads in the various mission programmes.
