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Faithful “Foreign” Missionaries in Malaysia who have gone Home

Over the last quarter, our assembly has been requested to pray for missionaries who have fallen sick.  Many in the assembly hardly know these missionaries who have served among us so faithfully. To them, these faithful servants of God are just names!  This issue seeks to highlight some of them who have served in Penang for many years and have gone Home! – Home, to their countries from where they came or Home to be with the Father above. On Mission night, we seek to interview some of our more elderly members regarding their recollections of these missionaries to let the present members know of them .

The last “foreign” missionary to have worked among us at Burmah Road Gospel Hall was Mr. William Wilson.  Since then, Burmah Road Gospel Hall has never had a missionary – local or foreign – serving among us.  All the work has been done by the local believers. We praise the Lord for these many workers He has raised from among us. 

Today, the only “foreign” worker among the assemblies in Malaysia is Mr. Eric Kirton. Even then, he is more “local” than foreign, having been here for over forty years, having a local believer, Cheng Kim, for a wife (deceased) and having children who are born here. Today, their children, Laurence and Colin are professionals working in the Klang Valley, while Carol is serving as a missionary abroad.

Lately, we have heard of requests for prayer for these former missionaries who have served in Malaysia before. Who are they?  Mr. & Mrs. W. G. Stott (both have heart and lung problems), are now back in Tasmania. They served the Lord in Taiping; Mr.  Arnold Clarke, (down with a stroke and now semi-paralysed) and his wife (deceased) served the Lord in Penang and were staying at the Mission house at Farquhar Street.  Mr. Clarke still serves the Lord in Phuket.  Mrs. Margaret Phillips, with her husband, Arthur (deceased) , contributed much to the Lord’s work in Penang in both the English- and Chinese-speaking assemblies. Today she is completely bed-ridden, and for the last two years we have no news of her. We are concerned as to what her condition is at the moment.

More recently, we heard of Mr. Ng Kong Lam.  We were asked to pray for him as he went for an operation in September for a prostate problem. Praise the Lord he recovered well from the surgery. Mr. Ng is the longest serving elder in Malaysia today. He is from Klang Gospel Hall.  Then lately, we heard about Dr. G.D. James, an Indian missionary, also from Klang Gospel Hall. Today he has migrated to Australia. Dr. James is an international evangelist and at the moment is having the same problem as Mr. Kong Lam had some time back, in addition to his heart problems.

All these sick missionaries mentioned above are in their late seventies or eighties. Let us remember them in their time of need – not only to pray for them, but also to have practical fellowship with them by writing to them and ministering to them in our fellowship gifts.

Do study the profiles as we highlight some of these missionaries in our present issue. Better still, do come to Mission Night to know about them as we interview some of the more elderly members of our assembly about what they can still remember concerning their ministry among us.
