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From you Sounded out the word of the Lord … 

in every place your faith toward God is Spread abroad …
1 Thes. i : 8
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Culled or Killed

A large herd of pigs was feeding on the nearby hillside. The demons begged Jesus, "Send us among the pigs; allow us to go into them." He gave them permission, and the evil spirits came out and went into the pigs. The herd, about two thousand in number, rushed down the steep bank into the lake and were drowned.


Mk. 5:11-13

In the time of our Lord, He gave Legion and his evil spirits permission to enter into a herd of swine which forthwith rushed down a steep cliff and drowned in the waters below. [Legion was the largest unit of the Roman army. It was estimated to be 3000 to 6000 strong.] These evil spirits entered the two thousand or so pigs which rushed headlong over the cliff and all of them were drowned  - or were they  “culled” (?) 

Compare this with another actual live scene. A troop of soldiers herded a group of people (men, women and children) to the edge of a big pit which was dug out earlier, shot (or was it culled?) them and let them fall into the pit to be buried (some still alive perhaps).  Later an excavator would just sweep the earlier dugout earth nearby to cover back the pit – the scene of a mass grave.

In recent weeks, a similar scene took place practically every day in the pig farms in Peninsular Malaysia. Live pigs by the thousands were driven over the edge of a big excavated hole and there “culled. By the time this issue of The ECHOS reaches you, over one million of such pigs would have been culled.

In the former case, those who were buried in the pit were human beings. They had this done to them by their fellow-human beings under the systematic process of “Ethnic Cleansing”. At least they had a burial! There were others who were shot and left to die on the roadside, in the fields, and wherever they happened to be at that time. Their bodies were left to rot or eaten by wild animals. It was a case of one human being killing another being, only in this case, the humans were butchered, while the pigs were culled!

I was not sure what the word “cull” meant until I referred to my Webster’s Dictionary. It is defined as “something picked out; esp. animal picked out from flock as being inferior to general standard, too old.” At least, our pigs are not referred to as being poisoned, killed, shot at, electrocuted or even butchered. The human beings used a more humane word on this “massacre” of pigs in Malaysia - they were culled.

But in Kosovor and even in Indonesia we hear of human beings killing their fellow-human beings. They are not even “culled” – they are battered, speared, clubbed, slaughtered, crushed on the head, burned, knifed, shot; the women were ravished and raped, and eliminated with methods that even the pigs never suffered!

Pigs do not have spirits to suffer in hell. Hence, the Lord allowed the demons to go into them. But human beings have. These thousands of souls have no chance to hear the Gospel and they are ushered into eternity in this cruel manner. Thousands more are made homeless, having lost, not only property, but their loved ones as well. Is this how human beings should be treating their fellow human beings – worse than the culled pigs?

Can we stand idly by and watch the pigs get culled and human beings get butchered and killed?
