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Malaysian Missions 

on the March

The new Millennium Marched into Malaysia to Make a tremendous impact on Missions and Missionaries. Never in so short a period (Jan. to March) have there been so many letters of commendations of missionaries into new fields of service for the Lord received by the assemblies in Malaysia.

The first day of the new millennium saw Francis Chan Swee Kee and his wife Joy Han Wee Leong starting their ministry among the Chinese-speaking brethren in Gopeng Gospel Centre. They were commended by the Gopeng Gospel Centre for that purpose. Previously Francis and Joy served at Batu Gajah Gospel for ten years in the Chinese-speaking assembly as well as assisted in the English-speaking group too. They had built up a strong Chinese-speaking youth group there before they left.

Dr. Chua Thien Seng and his wife, Lim Sye Eng, were commended by the Kajang Life Chapel to serve in Cambodia, especially among the Cham people.  They were “called to full time service in July 1997” and had served in Seremban Gospel Hall, Kajang Life Chapel and Nilai Gospel Chapel. They had also undergone training in Church Planting in a cross-culture environment before being sent to Cambodia. Their son, Chua Jing Yong of 17 months is with them.

On the occasion of the 3rd Anniversary of Bandar Utama Chapel on 21st March, sister Gan Yoke Kheng, formerly from Klang Gospel Hall, was commended by the assembly oversight to serve in the newly formed Bukit Berunting Chapel in a new township there. She is now involved in pioneering the youth ministries and children’s work. Apart from many other youth areas she has served, she goes into this new mission with a 10-year experience with Open Door Malaysia 

In the middle of March, Ronny and Sharon Low and their three children left Malaysia for the Philippines. They had been commended by Jalan Imbi Chapel who took over from their previous commending assembly when the latter “could not reach unanimity in the matter of (Ron’s and Sharon’s) continued commendation to the work in the Philippines, but … would have no objection if they (Ron and Sharon) were to obtain such from any other assembly.”  Thus, “in the light of all the above, we (the Jalan Imbi Chapel Oversight) wish it to be known that we are continuing Ronny’s (and family) commendation and will, as God enables us, care for the needs of their family diligently and conscientiously.”

On 15th March, Petaling Jaya Gospel Hall wrote a letter to all assemblies informing them of a Dedication Service to be held on 26th March. The service was to dedicate sister Chan Meng Yin, a graduate from WEC-Missionary Training College to God for service among the Orang Asli people in Tapah and Temerloh areas.

On 20th March two more letters went out. One was from Jasin Gospel Hall commending sis. Tan Eik Ling to serve long term in Cambodia.  She is a graduate of the Malaysia Emmaus Bible School and also a full-time worker at Tangak Gospel Hall. A Sending Service was held on 2nd April at Jasin Gospel Hall and she left for Cambodia the day after.

Also on 20th March, the other letter sent out was a joint letter from Kajang Life Chapel and Jasin Gospel  Hall commending bro. Ng Yu Hock and his wife, sis. Lee Siew Shia, who were separately and collectively called of the Lord, to serve Him in Central Asia. Work among the Kazaks in Centra Asia was started by Kajang Life Chapel in 1995.

Ng Yu Hock has a Diploma in Mechanical Engineering and is a graduate of Malaysia Emmaus Bible School. He is also a full-time worker serving at Jasin Gospel Hall and Tangkak Gospel Hall. He and his wife have been on short-term mission trips to Cambodia, Xinjiang, China and Kazakhstan.

Yu Hock’s wife, Siew Shia has a Bachelor of Economics degree and has completed all the one-year course subjects at Malaysia Emmaus Bible School. She has also served full-time as Office and Project Co-ordinator of Dream acres (M) Bhd (for NW China and Kazakhstan).

We praise the Lord for calling out faithful men and women to leave the comforts of life and their surroundings, sacrificing future promising career prospects to serve Him in areas unknown to some of us even. One thing that is noteworthy is that in some cases they are commended by assemblies which are small in size, limited in material resources and short of man-power. Yet both assemblies and commended workers are prepared to obey the Lord’s Call to send or go out to areas as directed by the Lord, when they feel that they (the new areas) are the ones that need these workers more. In obedience to the Lord, and in love for others, they forfeit their “claims” in order that others may benefit from such selfless sacrifice. The Lord surely is no man’s debtor and will bless them for this commitment unto Him – for the assemblies in sending them out with their blessing, and for the workers in going out in faith to serve Him, trusting Him fully for all their supplies and protection.

And now, why are they sending out these letters to other assemblies?

The assemblies know that of themselves they cannot support these workers sufficiently. They have to trust the Lord and His people to do so. It is therefore our responsibility to have prayer fellowship with them (please do so seriously every Wednesday [see the Prayer Bulletin]) and have practical fellowship with them when you are able. As the Lord has blessed us, so let us share with others whom He has called out. Gifts can be directed to MMS or through the BRGH Mission Committee.
