We praise the Lord for the good turn out and we trust that those who signed up would live up to their commitment. In the end, the intended cutting down would be very minimal.

Indeed, the support for the last Mission Night and the Special Mission Night about a week later was more than overwhelming. With almost 100 in attendance in the former and about 70 in the latter, those who came were not disappointed. 

In the first Mission night on March 14, those who came received first hand the latest reports concerning the Gujarat Earthquake and how it affected the Christians in general, and the assembly believers and their assembly buildings in particular. Please continue to pray for the victims as we heard that those who lost everything still need assistance to start life all over again – though it is now almost three months after the earthquake.

Our sister Low Sok Lan who gave us an interesting report of the work at Shalom Life Care Centre in Phnom Penh would have returned to SLCC by now after the rest in Malaysia. Pray for her as she settles down to the new challenges facing her.

The other Special Mission Night held on 20th March at Sungei Nibong Gospel Hall was very encouraging too. This was the first time the BRGH Mission Night was held outside its usual venue. We had bro. Ronnie Tin Maung Tun to give us first hand the report of the Lord’s Work in Myanmar under the umbrella of the Witnesses for Christ Ministry which is an outreach arm of the Hebron Assembly in Yangon. He also gave us updated news of the projects for which the assemblies in Penang shared in practical fellowship two years ago. 

In addition to physical attendance, the spiritual prayer fellowship and practical partnership was very evident. For the two Mission Nights, a total sum of RM16,635.50 was collected with RM7,789.50 for the Gujarat Earthquake victims which was sent to the Stewards Association of India, RM5,046.00 which was sent to Go Worldwide and RM2,900.00 sent to Witnesses for Christ by hand through bro. Ronnie Tin Maung Tun personally. There were also personal gifts totalling RM900.00 for Dr. & Mrs. Chua Thiem Seng, sis. Low Sok Lan and bro. Ronie Tin Maung Tun.
