Only God knows when they conceive and bear their young. They learn to be independent 

when young and are able to take care of themselves, unlike human beings.

a. When they finally Crouch and “Cast out their sorrows” (their labour pains are ended)?

b. How their young Grow up strong in the open, Go out and do not return?
· He might know in general the period of gestation of these elusive creatures, but does he know and watch over each parent animal, guard its life, safely bring it through its time of peril?

QUESTIONS FOR GROUP DISCUSSION:

1. By listing out the animals and how God cared for them, was God responding to Job’s questions? Discuss in what way God was, and in what way He was not. 
Why did God answer Job in the way He did?

2. Taking into consideration, the wondrous creation of God in the heavens in Psa. 19:1 and in the universe in our study of Job (38:4-38), and His care of His Creatures in (38:39-41-34) how do you look at yourself in the midst of all the manifested glory of God around, beside, beneath and above you and His goodness in caring for His own? 
This is the 4th day you are up in Camerons. Have you taken time off to enjoy God’s wondrous works in creation? What have impressed you and what have distressed you concerning what you see? How do your thoughts make you reflect on God and on Man?
3. Compare how God takes care of His creatures and discuss how you would respond to the challenge of the Lord as follows: Behold the fowls of the air: for they sow not, neither do they reap, nor gather into barns; yet your heavenly Father feedeth them. Are ye not much better than they? Matt. 6:26. Continue reading the passage in Matt. 6:27-34 and discuss the challenges the Lord posed to His listeners. How do they challenge you today?
4. Concerning the ostrich, it is stated in Job 39:17 (NRSV) that God did not endow her with wisdom or give her a share of good sense. Is it true also that many of the handicapped and disabled among us are also what they are because God did not endow them with the faculties of normal living?
If so, is God fair to this group of people? If not, has God compensated them with some other ability/ies for them to cope with normal living, or in certain extraordinary cases, even better than one can expect?  Would you blame God for your newly-born handicapped child? 
Discuss.

5. The enumeration of natural marvels ends with the eagle, the monarch of birds, 

as it began with the lion, the king of beasts (Job 38:39). 
As the Lord provides and takes care of the king of beasts and the king of birds and every other creature in between, will he not take care of man who was appointed head of them all from the very beginning of creation better than all His creatures?  Can you give some more examples of how the Lord provides and takes care of His creatures and to conclude that He certainly will take care of man better? Apart from what has been mentioned, what other reasons can you give that certainly the Lord will? Discuss.
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
