B. THE FEAST OF UNLEAVENED BREAD
Lev. 23:6-8

1. Its Inter-link with the Passover

In the first month, on the fourteenth day of the month at even, ye shall eat unleavened bread, 
until the one and twentieth day of the month at even.

Now the first day of the feast of unleavened bread the disciples came to Jesus, saying unto him, 
Where wilt Thou that we prepare for Thee to eat the passover? 
3. The Interdict: No leaven to be eaten or seen for the seven days of the feast.

Thou shalt offer for the meat offering of thy firstfruits green ears of corn dried by the fire, 

even corn beaten out of full ears.  And thou shalt put oil upon it, and lay frankincense thereon: 

it is a meat offering. And the priest shall burn the memorial of it, part of the beaten corn thereof, 

and part of the oil thereof, with all the frankincense thereof: it is an offering made by fire unto the LORD.
