(2)   Of the OT Perspective of Prophecy with the Parenthesis in mind: 
Eph. 3:4-6

The Parenthesis in the Feasts Pre-shadowed the Fulness of the Body of Christ – The Church.

A.   An Indefinite Period
1.  Because of a Variable Commencement – 
Firstfruits Fixed for the morrow after the First sabbath. 
Lev. 23: 10, 11
2.  Because of an Inevitable Conclusion – Trumpets on 1st day of 7th month.  




Cf. Mt. 24:36; cf. Mk. 13:30, 32-37
3.  Hence the Interval is not of Certain Length, Counts back to Firstfruits 
and represents the Church Period

For The Church (I Thes. 4:16)                 Trumpet sounded by God. (16)

The resurrected dead and the living in Christ gathered unto Him in mid-air (16, 17)

Gathered by Christ Himself.(16)

Happen in a twinkling of an eye (I Cor. 15:22)
