Interest in Missions:  Prepared for Mission 
work at 51 Service Road Bible Class:

Interest in Missions first stimulated in the Bible Class in the Borneo Evangelical Mission; now, Sidang Injil  Borneo. The Class sent $50.00 every month from contributions and sacrifices of members.
ii. 
From this group, a number went to Bible Schools and the Mission field:
· Chang Hong Liong to MBI, 
· Eddie Lim to MBI & Emmaus BS
·  Missionaries: Stella Hooi to OMF, Thailand; Loh Soon Choy in Presbyterian Church in Klang, Trengganu and dean of Malaysia Bible Seminary; 
Late Tan Chin Khoon with AEF Sabah. His boys are now involved in mission work: one son is a medical doctor and Lemuel with FEBC; now Wycliffe.
Late Hugh Tan, FGA commended worker.
· As part of practical training in Mission work, Butterworth was regarded as a mission field and missionary activities (travelling, visiting, teaching, evangelising, personal witnessing, counselling, etc.) were concentrated in that area

iii. After school, toured assemblies from north to south (once with Eddie Lim). Later, led Mission Tours to these places and spoke in these assemblies and various Bible camps.

iv. Went out with missionaries and church groups for evangelistic meetings: spoke at sand-services at Gurney Drive, evangelistic tours in the Gospel van and accompanied Mr. S.S. Adams, Mrs. F. The Circumstances.
1995 was a special year and unique in many ways: 
a. Received invitations to hold special teaching ministry meetings all over, without Requesting for them.
b. Restricted by assemblies in Penang which “closed” their doors to me without any Reason:  

· Last invitation to SNGH was on 25.9.94. Restored on 25.08.96 (Church Govt.)

· Last invitation to IGGC was on 06.02.94, Restored on 11.3.95 (Anniversary) 21.04.96 (Church Govt.)

· Last invitation to BGH was before 92; Restored on 27.11.94

· First invitation from BMGC on 6.3.94 - Church Truths in the Corinthians.
c.
Suddenly Received a Regular monthly anonymous gift from the collection bag at BRGH on 07.03.95 and ceased on 03.03.96

d.
Received invitations without Requesting for them.  On 23.12.95 the Lord challenged me (again referring to the incident in Luke 10) "When I sent you without purse, and bag, and shoes, lacked ye anything?  And they said, NOTHING." - my double AMEN to their answer.   A few days prior to sending my letter to the Oversight at BRGH.

Likewise, my trip to Cambodia was all provided for by the Lord and His people. The assembly gave me a personal gift in fellowship with the Mission Tour, (for which I am thankful for this partnership) and I am putting it into the Mission; as the Lord had earlier already supplied my own personal needs through a gift from a Christian couple who had never given to me before.

Up to the time of the Commendation Service in October, my itinerary did not take me outside Penang. Prayed for confirmation one week before. C. My Commendation.
Two questions arise:

Why at this stage and age of my life?

Only the Lord knows.  I had wanted to go out into the mission field in the early years, but the call never came. The Lord put me on probation instead.


Moses was 40 years old when he was called. And for 40 more years he was on probation. At the age of 80 he was commissioned.  I had to go through 46 years of probation from Oct. 22 1950 to Oct 16, 1996.

What difference does it make to me and to you?

It is Scriptural. You now have a commended local worker after almost 140 years of witness. (Since 1855)

It is Beneficial.

As far as my Recognition and Practical ministry “outside my own country” is concerned, there is not much difference, except to increase the work load for me. The great difference lies in the fact that whereas before, I felt isolated and lonely - without the fellowship, support, prayer, interest and encouragement of my home assembly,  Now things have changed and  I thank you all.
