Later, but still at Sinai, after the sin of the golden calf, Moses is stated to have pitched "the tent" (as if well known: the tense is frequentative, "used to take the tent and to pitch it") "without the camp, afar off," and to have called it, "the tent of meeting," a term often met with afterward (Exodus 33:7ff). This "tent" was not yet the tabernacle proper, but served an interim purpose. The ark was not yet made; a priesthood was not yet appointed; it was "without the camp"; Joshua was the sole minister (Exodus 33:11). It was a simple place of revelation and of the meeting of the people with Yahweh (Exodus 33:7, 9-11).

(B) The Tabernacle and its Ministries as a Type of Christ.

1. Tabernacle a Type of Christ – 
The Word was made flesh, and dwelt [lit. tabernacled] among us.

a. No doctrines should be built on types alone, but types may be used to illustrate doctrines. 
b. No type is to be interpreted with another type, otherwise confusion results.

c. There is no such thing as a “perfect type”.

d. Do not force the typological principle upon unsuitable passages to the point of distorting their interpretation.

e. Know where a type begins and ends: e.g. Aaron as a type of Christ, especially in his office as high priest. He is certainly not a type of Christ when he sets up the golden calf worship.

As Seen in the Concept and Construction of the Tabernacle.

Introduction: SEVEN reasons for Studying Christ and Christian Living in the Tabernacle:

1) Instructions for the Construction, Services and Sacrifices, etc.,  of the Tabernacle are contained in 50 chapters: Exodus, 13;  Leviticus, 18;  Numbers, 13;  Deuteronomy, 2;  Hebrews, 4.  
They are Principles relating to Who God is, how He is to be approached; how we are to live our Christian life and how we are to serve Him.

2) Implicitness in its Construction:  "As the Lord commanded Moses, so did he." The details in the construction of the Tabernacle reveal many New Testament truths laid down for the Christian.
[The tabernacle was built as became such a structure, according to the "pattern" shown to Moses in the mount (Exodus 25:9, 40; Exodus 26:30; compare Acts 7:44; Hebrews 8:2, 5)]. 

3) Importance as a Type -- "A figure" (Heb. 9:24). It is a Picture Primer for the student of the N. T. 

4) Illumination of parts of the New Testament, e.g. Heb. chs. 7-10, etc. 

5) Illustration of New Testament truths, e.g. sin, atonement, salvation, sanctification, etc.

6) Insulation against false teaching concerning the Person and Ministry of Christ., etc.

Later, but still at Sinai, after the sin of the golden calf, Moses is stated to have pitched "the tent" (as if well known: the tense is frequentative, "used to take the tent and to pitch it") "without the camp, afar off," and to have called it, "the tent of meeting," a term often met with afterward (Exodus 33:7ff). This "tent" was not yet the tabernacle proper, but served an interim purpose. The ark was not yet made; a priesthood was not yet appointed; it was "without the camp"; Joshua was the sole minister (Exodus 33:11). It was a simple place of revelation and of the meeting of the people with Yahweh (Exodus 33:7, 9-11).

The tabernacle proper is that of which the account is given in Exodus 25-27; Exodus 30-31; Exodus 35-40, with additional details in Numbers 3:25ff; Numbers 4:4ff; Numbers 7:1ff.  The central idea of the structure is given in the words, "Make me a sanctuary, that I may dwell among them" (Exodus 25:8).  It was the dwelling-place of the holy Yahweh in the midst of His people; also the place of His "meeting" with them (Exodus 25:22).  The first of these ideas is expressed in the name mishkān; the second in the name ʾōhel mōʿēdh (it is a puzzling fact for the critics that in Exodus 25:1-27:19 only mishkān is used; in Exodus 28-31 only ʾōhel mōʿēdh; in other sections the names intermingle).  The tabernacle was built as became such a structure, according to the "pattern" shown to Moses in the mount (Exodus 25:9, 40; Exodus 26:30; compare Acts 7:44; Hebrews 8:2, 5).

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3. The Commissioning of Joshua by the Lord (31:14-23)

31:14. The formal commissioning of Joshua is mentioned here and also at the end of this section (v. 23), thus providing a framework for the Lord's prediction of Israel's rebellion (vv. 15-22). That in turn served as an extended introduction to the Song of Moses (31:30-32:43). Whereas Moses' commission of Joshua had been public (31:7-8), this one was private with only Moses and Joshua appearing before the Lord at the Tent of Meeting, the tabernacle.

31:15-22. After a life of service to the nation Moses heard saddening news from the Lord... these people will soon prostitute themselves to the foreign gods of the land they are entering. Even though Moses had repeatedly warned them of the dangers of idolatry and of the need to obey the stipulations of the covenant, still the Lord knew they would succumb. In response to their defection God in His anger (cf. 29:20, 24) would withdraw His face (presence) from them. As a result, when disasters would befall the nation, they would find no relief (31:17-18). However, even in their rebellion they would find the grace of God. In the song that Moses would teach them they would find the reason for their judgments and the path of repentance (vv. 19-22). The song would also serve as a warning of the judgment to come for apostasy. God is fully aware of the tendency of the human heart to stray from Him: I know what they are disposed to do.

31:23. In spite of this predicted rebellion the Lord formally commissioned Joshua, giving him a charge (Be strong and courageous; cf. v. 7; Josh. 1:6, 8) and assuring him of success with the promise, I Myself will be with you.
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b. The instruction about where to worship (12:5-7)

12:5. When Israel entered the Promised Land, God would choose a place... to put His name (cf. vv. 11, 21; 14:23-24; 16:2, 6, 11; 26:2) that is, He would choose a site for the tabernacle, the place where God and the people would meet (cf. Ex. 33:7-11). This command did not mean that the tabernacle would always stay in the same place, for it was moved at God's command. The ultimate fulfillment of this command came centuries later when God let David move the tabernacle to Jerusalem where his son Solomon built the temple. The command for a single sanctuary promoted or emphasized three things: the unity of God (i.e., He is One, not many), the purity of the Israelites' worship of the Lord, and the people's political and spiritual unity.

12:6. The burnt offerings (Lev. 1), to be brought to the place of worship, were to be completely burned on the altar. They were given at various times to express the worshiper's total dependence on the Lord. The word translated sacrifice (zeb̠aḥ) refers to a sacrifice given as an expression of appreciation, and it involved a communal meal. It may have been given as a thank offering (Lev. 7:12-15; 22:29-30) for something specific God had done for a worshiper. Or it may have been offered as a votive offering to fulfill a vow made to the Lord (Lev. 7:16-17; 22:18-23). Or it may have been offered as a freewill offering in which the person thanked God (Lev. 7:16-17; 22:18-23) but not necessarily for anything specific. (On tithes see comments on Lev. 27:30-32 and comments on Deut. 14:28. On the law of the firstborn see comments on 15:19-23.) The special gifts (lit., "what is lifted up in the hand") were for the priests.

12:7. An Israelite "worship service" would be characterized by joy (you and your families shall eat and shall rejoice) if they lived faithfully in the new land for they could count on the Lord's abundant blessing. "Rejoicing" in the Lord's presence occurs several times in Deuteronomy (vv. 7, 12, 18; 14:26; 16:11; also note 16:14-15).
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c. The instruction about when to worship (12:8-14)

12:8-9. Earlier in Israel's wilderness experience, the Lord instructed Moses to command the people not to slaughter a cow, sheep, or goat without first bringing the animal to the entrance of the tabernacle to present it as an offering to Him (Lev. 17:1-4). God had two reasons for this. First, the prohibition was designed to keep the Israelites from worshiping as pagans (Lev. 17:5-9). Second, it was to keep worshipers from eating the blood of the sacrifice (Lev. 17:10-13). Everyone does as he sees fit may imply some laxity on the people's part in observing the prohibition (Lev. 17:3-4). Or Moses may have meant that there had been some confusion as to how to apply the original prohibition. The following legislation, however, removes any ambiguity about the eating and sacrificing of meat.

12:10-14. The offerings (burnt offerings... sacrifices... tithes... special gifts, and vows, etc.; see comments on v. 6), whether of flesh or grain, could be offered only at the tabernacle (cf. vv. 17-18), the place the Lord would choose as a dwelling for His name (see comments on v. 5). These acts of worship were to be times of joy (v. 12).
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The place of worship was an important subject for the Israelites when once they were in the promised land.

1. The Crushing of Worship Places (Deuteronomy 12:2-4)

Once they were in the land, the Israelites were to crush/destroy the places where they were not to worship.

• The sites for the crushing. "All the places wherein the nations... served their gods" (Deuteronomy 12:2). The places where idols were worshiped were to be destroyed. God did not want Israel to convert the heathen places into places of worship to Him.

• The severity of the crushing. The crushing was very severe. "Utterly destroy... overthrow their altars... break their pillars... burn their groves... hew down the graven images... [even] destroy the names of them" (Deuteronomy 12:2, 3). This destruction will not sit well with the carnal crybabies. It will be too severe for them. But evil cannot be tolerated and must be "utterly" destroyed, or it will rise up and destroy truth. Carnal crybabies do not stop evil but encourage it.

• The separation from the crushing. "Ye shall not do so unto the Lord your God" (Deuteronomy 12:4). What was done to the idol worship was not to be done to Jehovah worship.

2. The Choosing of Worship Places (Deuteronomy 12:5-7)

The Israelites were not only to destroy the places and property involved in idol worship, but also they were to be devoted to a new place of worship.

• The Chooser of the place. "The place which the Lord your God shall choose" (Deuteronomy 12:5). The new place of worship in the promised land was to be chosen by God Himself. It was many years in the future before Solomon's Temple in Jerusalem became the sole approved place of worship for the Israelites.

• The command for the place. A command to worship in the chosen place was given here. First, the pursuit in the command. "All your tribes... shall... seek, and thither thou shalt come" (Deuteronomy 12:5). All the Israelites were seek out the place of worship and come to it. This is still a good command. When people move to a new community and must find a new church, they need to seek out the church and come to it for worship. Second, the price in the command. "Thither ye shall bring your... offerings... sacrifices... tithes... firstlings of your herds and of your flocks" (Deuteronomy 12:6). The Israelites had to bring all their sacrifices to this place of worship. It costs to worship God. Third, the profit from the command. "There ye shall eat before the Lord... and ye shall rejoice... ye and your households" (Deuteronomy 12:7). The price of worship is more than compensated for by the profit of worship. The eating was partaking of the sacrifices; the rejoicing was the pleasure that would come from the worship experience.

3. The Change in Worship Places (Deuteronomy 12:8-12)

"Ye shall not do after all the things that we do here this day, every man whatsoever is right in his own eyes" (Deuteronomy 12:8). Moses informed the Israelites that changes would occur in their worship practices, especially the place of worship, once they got into the promised land. This information was necessary, for their worship practices at the present were not what they were to be once they got into the promised land.

• The present practices. "The things... we do here this day, every men whatsoever is right in his own eyes" (Deuteronomy 12:8). The travels from Egypt to Canaan incurred a lot of irregularity in worship practices. First, the rationale. "Whatsoever is right in his own eyes." The rationale in their travels was different than it would be in the land. In their travels they adapted to their situation. Second, the reason. "For ye are not as yet come to the rest... the inheritance, which the Lord your God giveth" (Deuteronomy 12:9). The justification for their rationale was the fact that they were not yet a settled people in a settled land. But once they get in the land, things will change.

• The prospective practices. "But when ye go over Jordan, and dwell in the land... Then there shall be a place which the Lord your God shall choose... thither shall ye bring all that I command you" (Deuteronomy 12:10, 11). Changes in worship will occur in the future. First, the period. "When ye go over Jordan, and dwell in the land" Changes will occur once the Israelites are in the promised land. Second, the place. "Then there shall be a place which the Lord your God shall choose." A single place of worship will be chosen by God to which the Israelites are to come for worship. Third, the pleasure. "Rejoice before the Lord your God" (Deuteronomy 12:12). Again joy is connected to worship (see Deuteronomy 12:7 and 18 for the other times). Correct worship brings a joy the world cannot duplicate. Fourth, the people. "Ye... your sons... daughters... menservants... maidservants... Levite" (Deuteronomy 12:12). The worship is for everyone. The Levite is especially noted because he is not given a place of inheritance like the others, but he still must worship in the place designated by God.

4. The Caution About Worship Places (Deuteronomy 12:13, 14)

Moses finishes his instructions about worship places by cautioning the Israelites to worship in the right place.

• The prohibited in the caution. "Offer not thy burnt offerings in every place that thou seest" (Deuteronomy 12:13). The sacrifices were to be made in one place and one place only.

• The propriety in the caution. "But in the place which the Lord shall choose... there thou shalt offer thy... offerings" (Deuteronomy 12:14). Correct worship for Israel meant the correct place of worship. Having one place to worship would counter idolatry which worshiped in many places.
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
