II. The Triumph of the King
Luke Ch. 24.
A. The King Resurrected.
24:1-12

1. The Reality of the Resurrection.
24:1-3

a. The Dejected Women with Spices came to embalm the body.
v. 1

b. The Discovery of a Weighty Stone rolled away.
v. 2

c. The Divinely Demonstrated Wonder of a Sepulchered body not there.
v. 3 ct. 23:55

Found not the body of the Lord Jesus. 

· First and only occurrence of “Lord Jesus” in the Gospels in the KJV.

· 32 other occurrences in the Acts and Epistles

· Last and only occurrence in Rev. 22.20 – Amen. Even so, come, Lord Jesus. 

i. The Triumph of the Resurrection:


– Jesus is (now) Lord because of His Resurrection from the dead.
Cf. Acts 2:36

ii. The Testimony of the Divine Trinity Regarding His Lordship:

· He [Jesus] rose, and revived, that He might be Lord both of the dead and the living.
Rom. 14:9

· Confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart


that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.
Rom. 10:9, NIV

· no one can say, "Jesus is Lord," except by the Holy Spirit.
I Cor. 12:3, NIV
2. The Revelation concerning a Risen Christ.
24:4-10

a. The Angels’ Announcement to the women – they should Remember.
v. 4-7

i. Their Rebuke: Why seek ye the living among the dead?
ii. Their Reminder: Remember how He spoke…
iii. Their Recall: The Son of Man must be delivered…be crucified, and …rise again.

b. They did Remember and they Returned to Relay the news.
v. 8-10

3. The Reception amounting to a Rejection.
24:11-12

a. The disciples could not believe the news of the Resurrection.
v. 11

b. Or was it that they would not accept the Role of the women?
Cf. v. 10, 22, 24

c. Peter and John believed not, Returned to the tomb and were baffled
v. 12 cf. 24

by the position and condition of the linen clothes and napkin. Why?
cf. Jn. 20:5-7

B. The King not Recognised.
24:13-32, 44

1. The Rationalisation: They Rationalised and failed to Recognise Jesus.
24:13-16

a. Their Sight was Seized, i.e. Shut up – their eyes were holden.

(holden, Gk. krateo  lit. = use strength to seize; fig. = hold fast)


b. Their hearing was Right – they did hear of His Resurrection!
24:19-24

c. But as fools, they had eyes that could not see, ears that would not hear.
24:25 Cf. Jer. 5:21 cf. 

2. The Report: They could Relate what Happened but could not Relate to Him.
24:17- 24, cf. 16
a. To Cleopas, the Real Jesus was a Stranger and a Visitor to Jerusalem.
24:18, NIV

Note: such a premise would imply that the whole city would have known of what had happened.

b. The Reported Jesus was just a Prophet mighty in word and deed;
24:19

c. And a Redeemer Who had failed them – this being the third day!
24:20, 21

d. There was also the Rumour spread by the women that He had risen.
24:22-24

3. The Rebuke: they Relied on their Senses but not on the Scriptures
24:25-27 cf. 44
a. Their Composition – the Pentateuch (Moses), Prophets, and Psalms
vv. 27, 44

b. Their Contents – the Portrayal Christ from beginning to end.
vv. 27, 44 

c. Their Concern – the Prophecy of His Sufferings and His Glory.
v. 26 cf. I Pet. 1:11

d. Cleopas and his Companion were foolish not to believe the prophets.
v. 25

4. The Recognition: Christ Revealed to the Disciples only when…
24:28-32

a. They invited Him into their Home – Abide with us.
v. 29

Note: Jesus Acted as if He were going farther.
v. 28, NIV

b. And allowed Him to be their Host – He took bread…gave it to them.
v. 30

c. Then only their minds, eyes and Hearts were opened – our hearts burn 
vv. 31, 32

i. His Precepts opened their minds (understanding)
vv. 25, 45

ii. His Personal acts opened their eyes.
vv. 30, 31

iii. His Presence burned their hearts – all these, while He talked with us


Thus they Recognised the Risen Christ!
vv. 31, 32
C.  “The Lord is Risen” – the Witnesses of His Resurrection:
24:33, 34-48
1. Peter Simon who Encountered the resurrected Christ.
v. 34b cf. I Cor. 15:5; Mk. 15:7

2. The two Emmaus disciples who reported their Experience with Christ
vv. 33-35

3. The Eleven who never Expected to see Christ.
vv. 36-43

a. They were Petrified when He greeted them with Peace.
v. 36, 37

b. They were to Prove that He was Jesus in Person – not a Phantom.
vv. 37-40 


When He showed (them) His hands and His feet…
v.  40

i. They Wondered with Joy.
v. 41

ii. Thomas Worshipped Jesus – My Lord and my God.
cf. Jn. 20:27, 28


Note: His “eating” was linked with their Recognition of Him.
vv. 30, 41-43


Our “eating” at His Supper should link us with His Remembrance. 
Cf. I Cor. 11:24-29

4. The Evidence of Scripture – it behooved Christ … to rise from the dead. 
vv. 44-48

i. The Pentateuch, Prophets and Psalms speak Regarding His Resurrection
vv. 44-46

i. The Pentateuch Portrays this in Pictures (Types)

ii. The Prophets Proclaim this in Prophecies.

iii. The Psalms Predict this in Poetry.

ii. The Plan of Redemption demands a Resurrection.
v. 47a cf. I Cor. 15:17

i. It was the Substance of Peter’s Preaching in Jerusalem.
Acts 2:32, 36

ii. It was the Sureness of Paul’s Preaching all over.
I Cor. 15:12-20

iii. The Preaching of the Gospel demands a Risen Christ. 
v. 47b cf. I Cor. 15:14


And ye are witnesses of these things.
v. 48
Conclusion: The Resurrection of Christ Results in …

1. The Ascension of the King in Triumph, which makes possible…
24:49-51

a. The Promise of the Father in sending the Spirit.
v. 49 cf. Jn. 16:7

b. The Person and Power of the Spirit to be given at Pentecost in Jerusalem.
Acts 1:4, 8

c. His Parting from His disciples to return to His Father in heaven
v. 51

2. The Adoration of His people in Time.
24:52, 53

a. They Continually worshipped Him in the temple.
v. 52, 53

b. Cf. And they Continued steadfastly in the apostles' doctrine,
Acts 2:42


and fellowship and in breaking of bread, and in prayers.
