I Cor. 15:45, NIV

"The first man, Adam, became a living being"; the last Adam became a life-giving spirit.
· The first man Adam was made a living soul.

Gen. 2:7

The LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils 

the breath of life; and man became a living soul.

· His Genealogy is recorded in Gen. 5 - This is the book of the generations of Adam.

Gen. 5:1

· The Last Adam is Jesus, a Life-giving Spirit - In Him was life; and the life was the light of men.

· His Genealogy is recorded in Matt. 1 and Lk. 3 - The book of the generation of Jesus Christ.

b. The Centrality of Jesus Christ in God's Programme.

a. The Genealogies Generally would End in Christ.

b. After Christ, Genealogies would just be Endless Controversies.

Do not devote…to myths and endless genealogies. These promote controversies rather than God's work.

Greek = "A book/record of the Genealogy/Beginnings/Origins"

1. Lessons from the Genealogy of the 1st Adam.
Gen. 5:1 Cf. Lk. 3:38
 

a. An On-Going Genealogy of Death - “lived…and he died” (8 occ.)
5:8, 11, 14, 17, 20, 27, 31

[Ct. lived (17 occ.); 8 out of 10 men “died”; exceptions were Enoch and Noah (but see 9:28, 29)

· God had warned Adam:


But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: 


for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die. 
Gen. 2:17

· But Adam disobeyed and God judged him. Adam lived and died till thou return unto the ground; 


for out of it wast thou taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return.
Gen. 3:19

· Ct. The Genealogy of the last Adam:
Mt. 1:1-17; Lk. 3:23-28

[begat - 39 occ. in 15 verses in Mt. 1:1-17; the son of – 76 occ. in 16 verses in Lk. 3:23-38]

· Cf. absence of “and he died” in these two genealogies! 

The generation of the Last Adam was one that gave birth (begat) to children (“sons”)

The generation of the First Adam was one that lived and died.
i. Cf. But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: 

for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.
Gen. 2:17 (1st occ. of die)

ii. Cf. Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin;

and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned.
Rom. 5:12

iii. Cf. By man came death…For as in Adam all die.
I Cor. 15:21, 22
b. The Grace of God and the Gift by Grace.

Rom. 5:15

For if through the offence of one many be dead, much more the grace of God, 

and the gift by grace, which is by one Man, Jesus Christ, hath abounded unto many.

For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive.

 I Cor. 15:22

In the first Adam’s Genealogy of Gloom and death, God was Gracious, and He Gave Gifts by Grace:
i. God’s Gift to Adam and Eve of Seth to start a new Generation that would call on Him.
Gen. 4:25, 26

· And Adam knew his wife again; and she bare a son, and called his name Seth [=substituted; appointed]: 

For God, said she, hath appointed me another seed instead of Abel, whom Cain slew.

And to Seth…there was born a son; and he called his name Enos: [= mortal].
then began men to call upon the name of the LORD.

Cp. God’s Grace and Gift by Grace of Noah - Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD. Gen. 6:8

ii. God’s Grace in Calling the Couple Adam, as the Church (the Body) is in Christ, and the Body called Christ. 

· Male and female created He them; and blessed them, and called their name Adam.
5:2
Ct. Adam said… she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man.

2:23

Ct. Adam called his wife's name Eve; because she was the mother of all living.

3:20

But God called their name Adam.

5:2

· All the members of that one body, being many, are one body: so also is Christ.

I Cor. 12:12

Thus, the Body is Christ.

iii.  God’s Grace to Enoch – he was spared from Experiencing death!

Enoch walked with God and was translated, as the Church walks with Christ and will be raptured. 

And Enoch walked with God: and he was not; for God took him.

Gen. 5:24
Cf. By faith Enoch was translated that he should not see death; and was not found, because God had translated him: for before his translation he had this testimony, that he pleased God.
Heb. 11:5

· The Rapture is Pictured by Enoch’s translation; in the Rapture some saints will not see death.  I Thes. 4:17

· Christ’s 2nd Return was first Prophesied by Enoch, the 7th from Adam.

Jude 14f

· The Great Tribulation between the Rapture and the Return is Pictured in the flood.
Mt. 24:38, 39  

For as in the days that were before the flood…until the day that Noe entered into the ark, and knew not until the flood came, and took them all away; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.
Mt. 24:38, 39 

· The Great Tribulation is referred to in the context. The Flood Pictures it. 

Mt. 24: 21, 29, 30

The Flood is a reference to the Great Tribulation in….
Dan. 9:26, 27; Rev. 12:15, 16 

· Cf. Methuselah’s name Pointed to the Period of the Flood = when he dies the waters will come.  Gen. 5:21

· Lamech born when Methuselah was 
187 years old.
5:25

· Noah born when Lamech was 
182 years old.
5:28, 29

· When the Flood came Noah was 
600 years old.
7:11

· Thus, Flood began when Methuselah died at 
969 years old.
5:27

iv. God’s Grace in Translating Enoch before the Flood, so would the Church before the Tribulation. Rev. 3:10

· Because thou hast kept the word of My patience, I also will keep thee from the hour of temptation, 

which shall come upon all the world, to try them that dwell upon the earth.

· Cf. to wait for His Son from heaven, whom He raised from the dead, even Jesus, 

which delivered us from the wrath to come.
I Thes. 1:10; cf. 5:9
