1. For the Man: He ought not to Cover: 
a. he is the image and glory of God

For the Woman: She ought to Cover: 
a. the woman is the glory of the man

For the Man and Woman: 
a. Both are not without the other,

C.  The Refusal and the Repercussion of non-compliance
1. For the Man: He dishonours his Head.
Every man praying or prophesying, having his head covered, dishonoureth his Head. (11:4)
2. For the Woman: She dishonours her head. (11:5, 6), and it is Shameful (11:6b)
But every woman that prayeth or prophesieth with her head uncovered dishonoureth her head: 
for that is even all one as if she were shaven… but if it be a shame for a woman 
to be shorn (lit. = shear i.e. with scissors) or shaven (with razor), let her be covered.
Also it is a shame for women to speak in the church. (14:35 cp. I Tim. 2:12-14)

From root (aischynomai) = disfigurement, i.e. disgrace
Translated in KJV (shame 5 occ.); dishonesty (1 occ.) = 6 occ.
· Atimia from a-time,  I Cor. 11:14 
[re: man]
From root: a = negative + tino = a value, i.e. money paid, valuables; 
   by analogy esteem (esp. of the highest degree or dignity; honour, precious, price
Translated in KJV (honour 35 occ.); price (8 occ.); sum (1 occ.); precious (1 occ.) = 43 occ.
