d. The Propriety in Giving – No Personal/external Pressure. 
II Cor. 8:8, NKJV
I speak not by commandment, but I am testing the sincerity of your love by the diligence of others.
i. “Good-willingly” – 
perform the doing of it…a readiness to will… if there be first a willing mind… II Cor. 8:11b, 12

ii. Not Grudgingly – or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver. 
II Cor. 9:7b

iii. But Generously – …in a great trial of affliction the abundance of their joy

and their deep poverty abounded unto the riches of their liberality. IICor.8:2 

iv. Graciously and Lovingly –[your liberality = grace, 16:3b]
II Cor. 8:7-9

As ye abound in every thing…and in your love to us, see that ye abound in this grace also…

For ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that, though He was rich, 
yet for your sakes He became poor, that ye through His poverty might be rich.

e. The Proportion in giving – as God hath prospered him, ct. tithing.
