Intro.  Four “Behold’s” in Jn. 19
[Also see Rumination for 14 May, 2006 – “Behold”]
A. Behold the man!
[The Lord’s Day Rumination]
Jn. 19:5
[To be the Passover Lamb, the lamb shall be without blemish.
Exo. 12:5]

1. The Man in Whom could be found no Fault.



a. Pilate Stated publicly three times that he could find no fault in the Man Jesus:-

i. Then said Pilate to the chief priests and to the people, I find no fault in this man
Lk. 23:4

ii. Pilate…saith unto them, Behold… I find no fault in him.
Jn. 19:4

iii. Pilate saith unto them, Take ye him, and crucify him: for I find no fault in him.
Jn. 19:6

b. His wife Sent unto him, saying, Have thou nothing to do with that just Man:
Matt. 27:19

c. The thief on the cross Said: this Man hath done nothing amiss.
Lk. 23:41
2. The Man the Jews regarded as their Foe
Jn. 19:12

a. He was not their Friend, Caesar was – If thou let this man go, thou art not Caesar's friend: 19:12

b. He was not their King, Caesar was – We have no king but Caesar.
19:15


Thus, He came unto his own, and his own received him not.
 1:11

B. Behold your King!

Jn. 19:14


1. He was the King of the Jews.



a. It was the Purpose that Started the Magi on their Search.
Mt. 2:2

b. It was the Prophecy in the Scriptures.
Mt. 2:5, 6 cf. Mic. 5:2

c. It was how Pilate presented Him at about the Sixth hour:
Jn. 19:14

d. It was Part of His mockery by the Soldiers.
Mt. 27:29

e. It was the Proclamation in the Superscription on the cross.
Jn. 19:19

2. He was their King, but…

[He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth.
 Isa. 53:7]

a. He was Scourged.

Mt. 27:28

b. He was Stripped, clothed with a Scarlet robe and Scoffed at: Hail, King of the Jews!
Mt. 27:28, 29

c. He was Spit upon and Smitten.

Mt. 27:28-30


And there He Stood – Shackled for all to See: Behold your King!
Jn. 19:14


How do we see Him today?

C. Woman, behold thy son! 
[The Mother’s Day Rumination.]
Jn. 19:26

1. But, why the Mention “Woman”? 

[“Woman” so used by Jesus was not a disrespectful term for “mother”. It would indicate His unique relationship with His earthly mother.]

a. “Woman” Singled out Mary in the unique role she would play as “mother” to her Child.
Lk. 2:34, 25
b. Jesus was Mary’s greater Son cf. Jesus being David’s greater Son.
Cf. Lk. 20:41-44

i. He was Conceived of the Holy Spirit.

Matt. 1:20

ii. He was Called the Son of God.

Lk. 1:35

c. Mary would have to Share her “motherhood” with others in His Spiritual family.
Mk. 3:33-35

It was not her Sole prerogative. 

d. Mary needed to know her Son more as “Lord” to lessen future Sorrow. 
Jn. 2:4, 5; Lk. 2:35

e.  “Mother” would have deepened the impact of the Sword (Spoken by Simeon) in her Soul. Cf. Lk. 2:35


2. But, why at this Moment?

a. His time had Come; contrast earlier when His hour was not yet come. (cf. Woman…)
Jn. 2:4


b. He was about to Complete His heavenly task, but He had to honour His earthly mother first.
 Cf. Jn. 19:30

c. He was ready to Commit His Spirit to His Father thus, leaving His mother.
Lk. 23:46

3. Why did not her other sons take responsibility for their Mother?

a. They might still Be in Galilee.

Jn. 7:1 cf. 5

b. They might still not have Believed in Jesus – For neither did his brethren believe in Him.
Jn. 7:5

c. John was the Beloved disciple whom Jesus loved. John should love His mother back.
Jn. 19:26

D. Behold thy mother!

Jn. 19:27
1. Mary was to be Mother to John in two Honorifics. 

a. She was to be John’s mother, as she was to Jesus.


b. She was “mother” to John as other older believers would be to John.
Cf. Mk. 3:33-35

Cf. Paul: Salute Rufus chosen in the Lord, and his mother and mine.
Rom. 16:13
2. Mary became John’s earthly mother. As his mother, John had to Honour her.

a. Honour Her – Honour thy father and mother; which is the first commandment with promise Cf. Eph. 6:2

b. Listen to her Law – forsake not the law of thy mother:
Pro. 1:8; 6:20

c. Care and Comfort for her when she is old – despise not thy mother when she is old.
Pro. 23:22

3. John took her into his own Home – from that hour that disciple took her unto his own home.
Jn. 19:27

a. He Honoured the Lord’s trust on Him.

b. He Held responsibility for her. [According to tradition, for 15 years.]

c. He showed her Hospitality. 

On this Mother’s Day, let the Mothers be able to hear Him say of their children, 
Behold your son/daughter. 
And the children to hear Him say, 
Behold your Mother.
