As Unknown and yet Well-known.
These Unknown Women who Served (Ministered to) the Lord were indeed…


Women of Renown in His Sight – Unnamed but Well-known!

Mark 15:40-41 
They were just Recorded as “Women” in the Scriptures, viz.
There were also women looking on afar off: among whom was… 
Mary Magdalene, and Mary the mother of James the less and of Joses, and Salome; 

(Who also, when He was in Galilee, followed Him, and ministered unto Him;) 
and many other women which came up with Him unto Jerusalem.

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A. The Well at Sychar
Jn. 4:5, 6

1. It was at the Plot of land, Jacob gave to Joseph.
Gen. 48:21, 22
a. Jacob had Purchased it earlier. 
Gen. 33:18, 19
b. There he had Pitched an altar which he called: 
Elelohe-Israel, “the mighty God of Israel” 
Gen. 33:20
c. He was keeping his Promise to God for Providing him and giving him Peace. 
 28:20-22
2. Jesus was Physically tired after His long walk through Samaria.

Jn. 4:6
a. He had walked under the hot Sun to arrive at the well about the Sixth hour.
Jn. 4:6

b. He was fulfilling a Personal Purpose for He must needs go through Samaria –
Jn. 4:4

· Jesus had to Speak to a Woman who needed “Satisfying” Water to Satiate her thirst!

B. The Woman of Samaria.
Jn. 4:7, 9, ESV
There cometh a woman of Samaria to draw water: Jesus saith unto her, Give Me to drink.

1. The Woman was Role Conscious – How could Jesus, a Man speak to her a Woman alone?
The Samaritan woman said to Him, 
“How is it that You…ask for a drink from me, a woman…?”
2. The Woman was Race Conscious – 

Jesus was a Jew; She was a Samaritan and Jews have no dealings with Samaritans!
And Jesus was offering her Living Water that could Satisfy her!
See #C below.
3. The Woman was Really Curious –
Jn. 4:11-12
a. The woman saith unto Him, Sir, Thou hast nothing to draw with, and the well is deep: 

from whence then hast Thou that living water? 

b. Art Thou greater than our father Jacob, 

which gave us the well, and drank thereof himself, and his children, and his cattle?
C. The Water that Satisfies.
Jn. 4:13 -15 
1. The Water from the Well Would not Satisfy.
Jn. 4:13
Jesus answered and said unto her, Whosoever drinketh of this water shall thirst again.

2. The Water Jesus offered Would Well up into everlasting life.
Jn. 4:14

But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water 

that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life.

3. The Woman requested for the Water:
Jn. 4:15
The woman saith unto Him, Sir, give me this water, that I thirst not, neither come hither to draw
D. The Woman Sought to Cover up her Sin and was Caught!
Jn. 4:16-18
1. Jesus Pointed out her Sin in her Life – “her husband”



Jesus saith unto her, Go, call thy husband, and come hither.

2. She Pointedly denied having any Spouse!
Jn. 4:17-18

The woman answered and said, I have no husband. 
3. Jesus Plainly Spoke to her where she had Sinned:

Jesus said unto her, Thou hast well said, I have no husband: For thou hast had five husbands; 
and he whom thou now hast is not thy husband: in that saidst thou truly.
4. The Woman must Put the matter right.
Jn. 4:16

Jesus saith unto her, Go, call thy husband, and come hither.

Cf. He that covereth his sins shall not prosper: 


but whoso confesseth and forsaketh them shall have mercy. 
Pro. 28:13

5. The Woman Sought to Sidestep the issue and brought up the matter of Worship.
Jn. 4:19-25

E. The Woman and Worship in the Spirit.
Jn. 4:19-25

The Saviour then introduced to the Samaritan Woman what it was to Worship God in Spirit.
1. Worship of God is not Limited to a Locality.
Jn. 4:20-22
2. Worship of God Who is Spirit must be in Spirit and in Truth,
Jn. 4:23, 24
3. The Woman was then introduced to the Messiah, the Saviour of the World.
Jn. 4:25, 26


I AM (He), who am speaking to thee, YLT
F. The Woman became A Winner of Souls.
John 4:29, 39 
1. Contrast the Disciples’ Conduct arising from…
a. Their Wayward Prejudice –
John 4:27 

And upon this came His disciples, and marvelled that He talked with the woman: 
yet no man said, What seekest thou? or, Why talkest thou with her?
b. Their Wrong Priorities –

i. (For his disciples were gone away unto the city to buy meat.)
Jn. 4:8
ii. In the meanwhile His disciples prayed Him, saying, Master, eat.
Jn. 4:31

2. Compare Christ’s ever-Willing Passion:
Jn. 4:32-38
 
a. To Perform God’s Will –


But He said unto them, I have meat to eat that ye know not of.

My meat is to do the will of Him that sent Me.

b. To Persist and to finish His Work.

c. To Promise to His Workers –
i. The Fields are already White to Harvest.

Behold, I say unto you, Lift up your eyes, and look on the fields; 
for they are white already to harvest.
ii. The Workers will be Paid their Wages.

And he that reapeth receiveth wages, and gathereth fruit unto life eternal:

Many of the Samaritans of that city believed on Him for the saying of the woman, 
which testified, He told me all that ever I did.
· With the Disciples as those that Sowed, Planted and Watered the Seed.

· With God as He that giveth the Increase.

3. The Woman’s Conversion:

Come, see a man, which told me all things that ever I did: is not this the Christ?

4. The People’s Conviction: 
Jn. 4:39-40
And many of the Samaritans of that city believed on Him for the saying of the woman, 
which testified, He told me all that ever I did.
5. The Productive Conclusion – all resulting from the Witness of an Unknown Woman
John 4:41-42
And many more believed because of his own word; And said unto the woman, 
Now we believe, not because of thy saying: for we have heard him ourselves, and know that this is indeed the Christ, the Saviour of the world.
· The Woman was still unnamed to the end but became Renown

in the Lord’s Sight and in Scripture

Martha served: but Lazarus was one of them that sat at the table with Him. Then took Mary…

	The Present the Sinner Brought –  

…an alabaster box of ointment

	Mary Brought a Pound of ointment of Spikenard, very costly

	Her Position - stood at His feet behind Him Weeping, and began to Wash His feet with tears and did Wipe them with the hairs of her head, and kissed His feet, and anointed them with the ointment. 
· Jesus was kissed twice in His lifetime – here and by Judas!

	Her Posture- anointed the feet of Jesus, and wiped His feet with her hair [Cf.      I Cor. 11:15) and the house was filled with the odour of the ointment.
· Mary Found at the Feet of Jesus:
She Sat there to learn His Word.

She was there to Weep for her brother.

She was there to Worship her Lord.

	Simon’s Spite on the Sinner and doubt if Jesus was a Prophet.

The Pharisee…spake within himself, saying, This man, if he were a prophet, would have known who and what manner of woman this is that toucheth Him: for she is a sinner.

	Judas’ Pretext to be a Saint interested in the Poor: Judas Iscariot, Simon's son…Why was not this ointment sold for three hundred pence, and given to the poor? This he said, not that he cared for the poor; but because he was a thief, and had the bag, and bare what was put therein

	Jesus Commented on Simon’s Inhospitality:
Thou gavest Me no kiss: but this woman since the time I came in hath not ceased to kiss My feet. 

My head with oil thou didst not anoint: but this woman hath anointed My feet with ointment.

	Jesus Commended her for her Insight:
Then said Jesus, Let her alone: against the day of My burying hath she kept this. 
For the poor always ye have with you; but Me ye have not always.

	Jesus Recognised her deed –

Wherefore I say unto thee, Her sins, which are many, are forgiven; for she loved much: but to whom little is forgiven, the same loveth little.

	The Critical Crowd and the Uninvited Sinner –  

And they that sat at meat with Him began to say within themselves, Who is this that forgiveth sins also?

	The Uninvited Curious Crowd –

Much people of the Jews…knew that He was there…they came not for Jesus’ sake only, but that they might see Lazarus also, whom He had raised from the dead.

	The Consequence of the Case:

And He said unto her, Thy sins are forgiven. 
And He said to the woman, Thy faith hath saved thee; go in peace.

	The Consequence of the Case:

But the chief priests consulted that they might put Lazarus also to death; Because that by reason of Him many of the Jews went away, and believed on Jesus

The Woman in Simon’s House could not be the Same Mary in Lazarus’ Home.
This Woman was a Sinner Saved by the Saviour who alone was Saved in Simon’s house.
In contrast to Mary, she was Lazarus’ Sister Serving at Jesus feet.
Conclusion:

The Women who followed Jesus from Galilee to Jerusalem
and ministered to Him were Unknown to all of us,

but Known and Renown to our Lord and Recorded for us in the Scriptures!!!
