b. The Man Whom God raised was none Other than Jesus.

B. The Designated…

1. Period (time) – when the earth and the heaven fled away.
20:11 cf. 1-10; II Pet. 3:10; Rev. 21:1
2. Place – Where there was found no place for them.
20:11 cf. II Pet. 3:10
3. People – I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God
20:12, 13 (cf. Eph. 2:1; Heb. 2:3); 20:5, 13, 15
4. Penalty (Punishment) – all cast into the Lake of Fire (Hell)

E. The Differences.

1. Hades, Hell and the Lake of fire.

Rev. 20:13

a. Hades (Gk.) –place the Departed Dead go to at time of Death. Cf. Heb. Sheol
b. Hell (Gk. Gehenna) is the place of Perpetual Punishment.
Matt. 5:22, 29-30; 10:28; 18:9; 23:15, 33; 



Mark 9:43, 45, 47; Luke 12:5; James 3:6. 
c. The Lake of Fire the Fiery lake of burning sulphur (or hell)
Rev. 20:14, 15 (NIV) cf.  19:20


2. Book of Life and Lamb’s Book of Life, etc,

a. The Book of Life –  a record of the saved

Phil. 4:3; 3:5; 13:8; 17:8; 20:12, 15; 21:27

Cf. The Book of the Living – a record of all born into this world Psa. 69:28 cf. Exo. 32:33

Cf. The Lamb’s Book of Life.
Rev. 21:23, 27; 13:8 [Rev. 3:5 ct. Exo. 32:33]
3. The first death and the second death.

Rev. 20:14 cf. 

a. The first death – it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment:
Heb. 9:27

b. The second death – 
Rev. 20:15, 14

Cf. The first resurrection.

A series of resurrections starting from the resurrection of Jesus:

(1)
Christ risen from the dead, and become the firstfruits of them that slept.

The graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints which slept arose.

The Lord Himself shall descend from heaven…and the dead in Christ shall rise.
I Thes. 4:16.

I saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus…


and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years.

The resurrection of those who die in the millennium.

All the above would constitute the first resurrection.
