 or Que Sera, Sera
A. Wikipedia says: "Que Sera Sera (Whatever Will Be, Will Be)"

[1] First published in 1956, is a popular song which was written by the Jay Livingston and Ray Evans 

songwriting team. The song was featured in Alfred Hitchcock's 1956 film, The Man Who Knew Too Much, with Doris Day and James Stewart in the lead roles. Day's recording of the song for Columbia Records (catalog number 40704) was a hit in both the United States— where it made it to number two on the Billboard charts — and the United Kingdom. 

From 1968 to 1973, it was the theme song for the situation comedy The Doris Day Show, becoming her signature song. It reached the Billboard magazine charts in July, 1956. The song received the 1956 Academy Award for Best Original Song with the alternate title "Whatever Will Be, Will Be (Que Sera, Sera)."

[2] It was the third Oscar in this category for Livingston and Evans, who previously won in 1948 and 1950.

B. The Song (Performed by Doris Day) Says:

When I was just a little girl I asked my mother what will I be 
Will I be pretty, will I be rich Here's what she said to me 
Chorus:
Que sera, sera Whatever will be, will be 
The future's not ours to see Que sera, sera What will be, will be.

When I grew up and fell in love I asked my sweetheart what lies ahead 
Will we have rainbows day after day Here's what my sweetheart said 

Now I have children of my own They asked their mother what will I be 
Will I be handsome, will I be rich I tell them tenderly 

The Implications from the lyrics and the Impressions seem to suggest:

[1]
Everything is Fated – whatever will be, will be. Nothing can Change what you are or what you will be.

[2]
There is no Freedom of Choice – you cannot be what you do not want to be.

C. The Bible Says:

1. God gives a Choice for you to be what you want to be:
Jon. 3:10, RSV

a. God Could Change His Mind if Man would Conform theirs to His Choice:
Cf. Num. 23:19

When God saw what they did, how they turned from their evil ways, God changed his mind 

about the calamity that he had said he would bring upon them; and He did not do it.

b. Joshua Challenged Israel with a Choice – 

Josh. 24:15

Choose you this day whom ye will serve; whether the gods which your fathers served…

or the gods of the Amorites…but as for me and my house, we will serve the LORD.

c. Paul Chose to be a Confirmed bachelor while he gave others a Choice.

I Cor. 7:8, 9

I say therefore to the unmarried and widows, It is good for them if they abide even as I.

But if they cannot contain, let them marry: for it is better to marry than to burn.

d. Paul Considered the Consequences of living and dying, and made a Choice.
Phil. 1:21-25

For to me to live is Christ, and to die is gain .But if I live in the flesh, this is the fruit of my labour: yet what I shall choose I wot not. For I am in a strait betwixt two, having a desire to depart, and to be with Christ; which is far better: Nevertheless to abide in the flesh is more needful for you.And having this confidence, I know that I shall abide and continue with you all for your furtherance and joy of faith;

2. Freedom to Choose Comes with the Consequence that you will be what you will be:

a. If your Choice is within the Centre of His Will, God promises you His Best.
Gen. 24:27

I being in the way, the LORD led me

Cf. the Lord Jesus Christ:
Heb. 10:7

Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of me,) to do thy will, O God.

b. If your Choice is within the Confines of His Word but outside the Centre of His Will,  

He will still Bless but it may not be His Best.
Num. 22:20

God came unto Balaam at night, and said unto him, If the men come to call thee, 

rise up, and go with them; but yet the word which I shall say unto thee, that shalt thou do.

c. If your Choice is outside the Confines of His Word, He will not Bless. 
Num. 22:32b

Behold, I went out to withstand thee, because thy way is perverse before me:

d. If your Choice is outside His Will and His Word, and you are a Believer insisting on wanting to be what you want to be, He will Let you be and send Leanness into your soul.

And he gave them their request; but sent leanness into their soul.
Psa. 106:15

· Thus, it is not necessary that Whatever Will Be, Will Be –

· Much depends on your Relationship with God 


and your Responsibility to face the Consequences of your Choice..

3. God makes you aCcountable for your choice.
I Cor. 7:25-28

Now concerning virgins I have no commandment of the Lord: yet I give my judgment, 

as one that hath obtained mercy of the Lord to be faithful. I suppose therefore that this 

is good for the present distress, I say, that it is good for a man so to be. Art thou bound 

unto a wife? seek not to be loosed. Art thou loosed from a wife? seek not a wife.

But and if thou marry, thou hast not sinned; and if a virgin marry, she hath not sinned. 

Nevertheless such shall have trouble in the flesh: but I spare you.

4. God can Control the Circumstances if you want to be in the Centre of His Will.
Gen. 24:42-48

And I came this day unto the well, and said, O LORD God of my master Abraham, if now thou do prosper my way which I go: Behold, I stand by the well of water; and it shall come to pass, that when the virgin cometh forth to draw water, and I say to her, Give me, I pray thee, a little water of thy pitcher to drink; And she say to me, Both drink thou, and I will also draw for thy camels: let the same be the woman whom the LORD hath appointed out for my master's son. And before I had done speaking in mine heart, behold, Rebekah came forth with her pitcher on her shoulder; and she went down unto the well, and drew water: and I said unto her, Let me drink, I pray thee. And she made haste, and let down her pitcher from her shoulder, and said, Drink, and I will give thy camels drink also: so I drank, and she made the camels drink also…And I bowed down my head, and worshipped the LORD, and blessed the LORD God of my master Abraham, which had led me in the right way to take my master's brother's daughter unto his son.

D. KC Ung Says:

His Omniscience and His Omnipotence, the Freedom and Full responsibility of the believer 

To Obey or to disobey and the Outcome consequent on the believer’s Choice.

Story: I went for a lit​tle vi​sit of five days (to Are​ley House). There were ten per​sons in the house, some un​con​vert​ed and long prayed for, some con​vert​ed, but not re​joic​ing Christ​ians. He gave me the pra​yer, “Lord, give me all in this house!” And He just did. Be​fore I left the house ev​ery one had got a bless​ing. The last night of my vis​it af​ter I had re​tired, the gov​ern​ess asked me to go to the two daugh​ters. They were cry​ing, &c.; then and there both of them trust​ed and re​joiced; it was near​ly mid​night. I was too hap​py to sleep, and passed most of the night in praise and re​new​al of my own con​se​cra​tion; and these lit​tle coup​lets formed them​selves, and chimed in my heart one af​ter ano​ther till they fin​ished with “Ever, On​ly, ALL for Thee!”
