1. The Measurements: 
- 100 cubits long, 50 cubits wide, 5 cubits high.

Intro.:  The Laver (made from the Mirrors of Women, Exo. 38:8) symbolises the Role of The Word of God in the Growth of the Christian; hence, the Laver after the Altar.  As with the Word of God, the Laver has a two-fold function:
(1) The Mirror Function for Self-revelation.




(2) The Water Function for Sanctification.
