Gal. 4:4, 5


But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, made under the law,


To redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons.

1. The Promise regarding the Woman’s Seed.

Gen. 3:15ff

And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed;

 it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.

a. There will be Hatred and enmity between the two seeds – the result of the Fall.

b. The woman’s seed will bruise the Head of the serpent – it will be Fatal.


Note: In the final conflict it will be between the Woman’s Seed (Jesus) and the Serpent (Satan):


it shall bruise thy head
c. The serpent will bruise the Heel of the woman’s seed – 


it will bring the conflict to a “Finish”, but it will not be Final


Note: The conflict brought about the death of the Seed of the Woman 


and He cried, “It is Finished” but it was not Final

A Great Nation, Name, Family; a Great Seed; a Great Kingdom

2. The Promise of a Seed to Abraham – its Choice.

a. The People: Chosen thee to be a special people unto Himself.

b. The Principle: The LORD did not set his love upon you, nor choose you, because 

ye were more in number than any people; for ye were the fewest of all people:
7:7

c. The Purpose: because the LORD loved you.
7:8



d. The Promise: because He would keep the oath…He had sworn unto your fathers.

e. The Precept: Know therefore that the LORD thy God, He is God, the faithful God, 

which keepeth covenant and mercy with them that love Him and keep His commandments 


to a thousand generations.

3. The Promise of a Seed to Abraham Confirmed.


– That in blessing I will bless thee, and in multiplying I will multiply thy seed
Gen. 22:17, 18

a. A Physical Seed – as the sand which is upon the sea shore
Cf. Jn. 8:39; 8:56

b. A Spiritual Seed – as the stars of the heaven
Cf.  {Rom. 4:12, 13

c. A Universal and Terrestrial Seed – in thy seed shall all the nations of the earth be blessed  { Rom. 4:16-18
