The High Priestly Ministry of Jesus

A. His Finished Work on Earth to be High Priest:
I Am He that Liveth…
I am He that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen. 
Rev. 1:18a

1. Jesus must Live to be a Man-priest on earth – I am He that liveth – 
Cf. Heb. 2:16-18; Ct. Heb. 5:1, 2
For verily He took not on Him the nature of angels; but He took on Him the seed of Abraham.

Wherefore in all things it behoved Him to be made like unto His brethren....
Just as Aaron: For every high priest taken from among men is ordained for men
a. That He might be Merciful
Just as Aaron: Who can have compassion on the ignorant, and on them that are out of the way.

b. That He might Mediate as Priest between God and Man –  faithful high priest in things pertaining to God
Just as Aaron: For every high priest taken from among men is ordained for men in things pertaining to God.

c. That He might Make reconciliation for the sins of the people.

Just as Aaron: that he may offer both gifts and sacrifices for sins.

d. That He might Minister to the needs of men.

For in that He Himself hath suffered being tempted, He is able to succour them that are tempted.
Just as Aaron: Who can have compassion on the ignorant, and on them that are out of the way; 
for that he himself also is compassed with infirmity.
Heb. 5:2

e. Jesus also was Mandated and called of God to be high priest.
5:10 ct. 5:4
And no man taketh this honour unto himself, but he that is called of God, as was Aaron.

But unlike Aaron: 

i. He was a High Priest after the Order of Melchisedec:
Heb. 5:10, cf. 5, 6; 7:16, 17 (Cf. Psa. 110:4)

Called of God an high priest after the order of Melchisedec.
Heb. 5:10, cf. 5, 6

Made, not after the law of a carnal commandment, but after the power of an endless life Heb. 7:16, 17

ii. His Melchisedec Priesthood was secured by an Oath:
Heb. 7:20-22

Inasmuch as not without an oath He was made priest: For those priests were made without an oath; 
But this with an oath by Him that said unto Him, The Lord sware and will not repent, 
Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec: 

By so much was Jesus made a surety of a better testament.
For the law appoints as high priests those who are subject to weakness, 
but the word of the oath…appoints a Son who has been made perfect forever.
Heb. 7:28, NRSV

iii. Though a Man-Priest, He was One without sin:
Heb. 4:15

We have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; 
but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.
iv. He need not have to Offer an offering for sin for Himself because He was without sin.
Heb. 7:27

Who needeth not daily, as those high priests, to offer up sacrifice, first for his own sins, 
and then for the people's: for this He did once, when he offered up Himself.


Contrast Aaron himself also is compassed with infirmity. And by reason hereof he ought, 
as for the people, so also for himself, to offer for sins.
Heb. 5:3
v. He had an On-going priesthood that ministers to the uttermost.
Heb. 7:24, 25


But this Man, because He continueth ever, hath an unchangeable priesthood.

Wherefore He is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by Him, 
seeing He ever liveth to make intercession for them.
2. Jesus  must die to be the Mediator High Priest – I am He that…was dead
Rev. 1:18b


For there is one God, and one Mediator between God and men, the Man Christ Jesus;


Who gave Himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time.
Cf. I Tim. 2:5, 6
How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself 
without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?
Heb. 9:14

a. He was the Offerer Who Offered Himself as Offering on our behalf.
For every high priest is ordained to offer gifts and sacrifices: wherefore it is of necessity 
that this Man have somewhat also to offer.
Heb. 8:3
i. He needed to Die as every man has to:
Heb. 9:27, 28

It is appointed unto men once to die…So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many.

ii. He needed to shed Drops of His precious blood for the forgiveness of sins.
Heb. 9:22, NRSV

Without the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness of sins.
iii. Thus, Jesus Died in offering Himself a ransom and by shedding His blood for all
Heb. 9:14

…the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without spot to God. 


b. He was the High Priest Who took the blood of His Offering within the veil.
Heb. 9:12; 10:19-21
i. By His own blood He entered in once into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption for us. 
ii. Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holiest by the blood of Jesus,

By a new and living way, which he hath consecrated for us, through the veil, 
that is to say, his flesh; and having an high priest over the house of God;

3. Jesus must Live again to be the Majestic High Priest – behold, I am alive for evermore
Rev. 1:18c
a. When He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high.
 Heb. 1:3c

b. Now of the things which we have spoken this is the sum: We have such an high priest, 

who is set on the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in the heavens.

Heb. 8:1
c. He is High Priest of the order of King Melchisedec, thus, His Majestic Ministry in Heaven. Heb. 7:1-3; See #B
B. His Unfinished Work in Heaven As High Priest:
Seeing He Ever Liveth…

Wherefore He is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by Him, seeing 


He ever liveth to make intercession for them.
Heb. 7:25
1. He ever liveth to be the Perfect Saviour and Perpetual Intercessor… 

a. For all Sinners as their Mediator because He has been Man before. 
I Tim. 2:5, 6

For there is one God, and one Mediator between God and men, the Man Christ Jesus;


Who gave Himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time…

i. When all were yet without Strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly.
Rom. 5:6

ii. When all were yet Sinners, Christ died for us.
Rom. 5:8

iii. When all were “Sworn” enemies, we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son. 
Rom. 5:10
b. For all Saints as their Advocate because He has made Atonement for their sins.
 I Jn. 2:1, 2

Note: the accuser of our brethren…which accused them before our God day and night. 
Rev. 12:10b

If any man sin, we have an Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous:


And He is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world.

As Saints, we still can sin…
i. We still have the Principle (Nature) of Sin in us.
I Jn. 1:8


If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.

ii. We can still commit sin though we should not Practise it.
I Jn. 1:10

If we say that we have not sinned, we make Him a liar, and His word is not in us.

iii. However, if we sin, God has made Provision for it.
I Jn. 1:9


If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins,


 and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.

2. He ever liveth to Personally Succour us…

II Cor. 13:4
For though He was crucified through weakness, yet He liveth by the power of God. 
For we also are weak in Him, but we shall live with Him by the power of God toward you.

a. He Understands us: He was made like unto His brethren.
Heb. 2:17, 18
In all things it behoved Him to be made like unto His brethren, that he might be a merciful
 and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people. 
For in that He Himself hath suffered being tempted, He is able to succour them that are tempted 
b. He Undertakes for us: we have a great High Priest, that is passed into the heavens.
Heb. 4:14-16
Seeing then that we have a great High Priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God,
 let us hold fast our profession.  For we have not an High Priest which cannot be touched with the feeling 
of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin. Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.
i. Let us hold Firmly to the Faith – let us hold fast our profession

ii. Let us Resort to Him Who had tasted the Reality of it all: in all points tempted like as we are.
