Intro.: Christmas Day today Coincides with the Commemoration of the Lord this Lord’s Day.

As we Remember His death, Burial and Resurrection this day, 

Let us also be Reminded of His Birth that took place one day in Time

For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.
Luke 2:11

For unto us a Child is born, unto us a Son is given:

Isa. 9:6
A. Unto Us a Child is Born – The Lord’s Incarnation.

1. He was the Child in Prophecy – unto us a Child is born
Isa. 9:6
a. He was to be Born among men 
– the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us
Jn. 1:14

b. He was to be Born of a Virgin 
– Behold, a virgin shall conceive.
Isa. 7:14

c. He was Conceived of the Spirit 
– that…conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost.
Mt. 1:20

2. He was the Child given Preeminence.

Matt. 2:11

a. He was the Prophesied Child 
– Now all this was done, that it might be fulfilled…
Mt. 1: 22, 23

b. He took Precedence over His mother 
– the young child with Mary his mother.
Mt. 2:11, 13, 14, 20, 21

c. He was given the Preeminence 
– and (they) fell down, and worshipped Him.
Mt. 2:11

3. He was the Child Prepared to be the Messiah of Israel. 
Lk. 2:34

a. As Recognised by Simeon: 
Lk. 2:25, 29-32


For mine eyes have seen thy salvation, which thou hast prepared before the face of all people;


A light to lighten the Gentiles, and the glory of thy people Israel
b. As Related to Mary:
Lk. 2:34, 35

Behold, this child is set for the fall and rising again of many in Israel; 

and for a sign which shall be spoken against; 

(Yea, a sword shall pierce through thy own soul also,) 
that the thoughts of many hearts may be revealed.
c. As Reinforced by Anna.
Lk. 2: 36-38

she … gave thanks … unto the Lord, and spake of him to all them that looked for redemption in Jerusalem.

Conclusion:

And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, 
justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world… I Tim. 3:16
B. Unto Us a Son is Given – God’ s Presentation.

1. The Promise – Jesus was the Son of Promise.
– unto us a Son is given.
Isa. 9:6

Cf. The Picture – 

a. Abraham was promised a Son – I will bless her, and give thee a son also of her.
Gen. 17:15
b. Isaac was the Son of the Covenant – I will establish my covenant with him.
Gen. 17:19 
c. Isaac was the Son whom Abraham loved – thine only son Isaac, whom thou lovest,
Gen. 22:2
d. Abraham was to Sacrifice his son unto God – offer him there for a burnt offering
Gen. 22:2

e. Later, his son was Spared – Lay not thine hand upon the lad...
Gen. 22:12
But God’s Son was not! - He that spared not his own Son, but delivered him up for us all
Rom. 8:32a

2. The Proof of God’s Love – But God proves his love for us in that … Christ died for us.
Rom. 5:8
a. God So loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son.
Jn. 3:16
b. God Sent His Son into the world to condemn sin and to save Sinners – 
Rom. 8:3b


God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh:
c. God Spared not His Son, but delivered Him up for us all.
Rom. 8:32

3. The Period and Purpose – But when the time had fully come, God sent his Son
Gal. 4:4, NIV

But when the time had fully come, God sent his Son, born of a woman, born under law,


to redeem those under law, that we might receive the full rights of sons. Because you are sons, 

God sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, the Spirit who calls out, "Abba, Father."
a. The Son came in the Fulness of time.
Gal. 4:4
b. The Son came to Fulfil prophecy.
Matt. 1:21-23

c. The Spirit of His Son came to confirm us the sons of the Father.
Gal. 4:6

Thus Sealing us as such with His Spirit.
Eph. 1:13

C. Unto Us is Born A Saviour … Christ the LORD – OUR Confession.





For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.
Lk. 2:11

1. The Promise Personalised:
For unto you
a. The Prophecy in Scripture: 
For unto us…
Isa. 9:6

b. The Public announcement to the Shepherds: 
For unto you
Isa. 2:11

c. Its Personal Significance to all of us: 
us => you => me! 
2. The Pronouncement, Period and the Place categorized: 
is born this day in the city of David
a. The Pronouncement – is born
The Lord was born in a manger because there was no room in the inn.
Lk. 2:7

Is there room in my heart for the Lord to be born?

b. The Period – this day
This day pointed to one day in time when Jesus came to be born in this world.

This day can be today when Jesus can be born in my heart.

(For he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of salvation have I succoured thee:

Behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation.)
II Cor. 6:2
c. The Place – in the city of David.
The City was Bethlehem then.

But this day, the Christ seeks to be Born in my heart now!

3. The Personal Proclamation emphasized.
a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord
a. He must be Saviour in my Life – a Saviour
i. Saving us from the Penalty of sin in the Past.
ii. Saving us from the Power of sin in the Present.

iii. Saving us from the Presence of sin in the Prospective future.

b. He must be Sovereign in my Living – which is Christ the Lord
i. The first Christmas announcement was that He might be Saviour and Lord.
Lk. 2:11
Unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.
ii. The Pentecostal Challenge to the Jews was that He was Lord and Christ.
Acts 2:36


God hath made that same Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ
iii. The Philippian Jailer had to Confess He was the Lord Jesus Christ to be saved.
Acts 16:31


Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved,
iv. The Confession for the Sinner saved by Grace today is that Jesus is Saviour and Lord.
Rom. 10:9, RSV


If you confess with your lips that Jesus is Lord… you will be saved.
Conclusion:
1. Salvation and Sanctification are Simultaneous – there is no waiting time in between.

2. Confession of Jesus as Saviour and Consecration to Him as Lord should be together.

3. If you have confessed Him as Saviour but have not Surrendered your life to Him as Sovereign Lord,

Today may be the best time to do so; 

True Thou has been my Saviour, Thou shalt be Lord of all.

O Jesus, Lord and Saviour, I give myself to Thee,

For Thou in Thy atonement didst give Thyself for me.

I own no other Master –  my heart shall be Thy throne:
My life I give, henceforth to live, O Christ, for Thee alone.
