2. An Ox is a Beast of Burden.  I Chr. 12:40


a. Cf. The Sinner is a Bearer of Sin’s Burden.

b. Ct. The Saint Casts his daily burden upon Christ. I Pet. 5:7



3. An Ox engages in Worthless Work for itself.

a. It engages in Futile Labour – treading in circles  Deut. 25:4

b. It engages in Fruitless Living – it cannot reproduce and it ends up as meat. Deut. 14:4 Cf. Eph. 2:8, Tit. 3:5
B. The Bull or Bullock is a Picture of the Saviour.  

Christ is the Bullock (Bull) in …

a. The Sacrifice must be Spotlessly Perfect.

ii. Burnt, saraph = burn utterly, consume. (Used only of the Sin Offering)

e. The Breast and right Shoulder of the Sacrifice is the Meal of the Fellowship.

i. The Breast is waved before the Lord and given to Aaron and his sons.
7:30, 31b cf. I Jn. 4:19

ii. The right Shoulder (Leg/Thigh, NIV) is heaved before the Lord 


and is Shared with the priest who offers the Sacrifice 
7:32, 33

· Cf. The Lord’s Supper – God sharing Christ with His people.
I Cor. 10:16, 17
