The website www.berita-bethel-ung.com was launched on February 21, 2005.

Its highlighted and unique feature was the weekly Lord’s Day Rumination which appeared on February 27. 2005, as follows:

Rumination for February 27, 2005
Remember ME

A.  The Lord commanded 
I Cor. 11:24, 25

1. 
Take, eat: this is my body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me.

2. 
This cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.

B. Joseph, a picture of the Lord, requested the chief butler:



Think on me when it shall be well with thee.
Gen. 40:14

Sadly that was not to be.


Yet did not the chief butler remember Joseph, but forgot him.
Gen. 40:23

App. Is it possible that while I am at this Remembrance Feast instituted by the Lord Himself to remember Him, that I forget Him and think of other things else?

King of my life I crown Thee now – Thine shall the glory be;

Lest I forget Thine thorn-crowned brow, Lead me to Calvary.

Lest I forget Gethsemane, Lest I forget Thine agony.

Lest I forget Thy love for me, Lead me to Calvary.
It was just a simple rumination with the purpose of helping believers to prepare themselves for the Lord’s Supper at the Lord’s Table on the Lord’s Day, in accordance to its scriptural injunction in I Cor. 11:28, 29 –

Let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup.


For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord's body
and to initiate and facilitate thoughts for meditation to assist participation at the Supper, audibly or silently as led by the Spirit in accordance with Scriptural principles of a church gathering as laid down in  I Cor. Chs. 11-14 to let all things be done decently and in order. (14:40)

This simple and basic one-page devotion has now developed into a full-two-page rumination with three sections, viz. (1) the Rumination itself, (2) Reflections for the Week and (3) Relevant Pertinent Points to Ponder at the conclusion.

These three parts correspond very well to God’s three-part command to His people, Israel to remember Him almost in a similar fashion in Num. 15:39, 40:


And it shall be unto you for a fringe, that ye may look upon it, and remember all the commandments of the LORD, and do them; and that ye seek not after your own heart and your own eyes, after which ye use to go a whoring: that ye may (1) remember, and (2) do all My commandments, and (3) be holy unto your God.
They should Remember Him and His commandments;

Cf. the Rumination for the Lord’s Supper – its purpose is to assist believers to obey the Lord’s command to His Church to this do in remembrance of Me. (I Cor. 11:24f)

They should Do them, i.e. to make tassels on the corners of your garments, with a blue cord on each tassel. (Num. 15:38, NIV)


Cf. the Remembrance Symbols used for the Lord’s Supper - For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.​ (I Cor. 11:26)
They should Be Holy and seek not after your own heart and your own eyes,

 after which ye use to go a whoring (Num. 15:39)

Cf. the Reflections for the Week which challenge us to be what we ought to be or do what we ought to do in life and living, and not to compromise with the ways of the world 


– But just as He who called you is holy, so be holy in all you do; for it is written: 

"Be holy, because I am holy." (I Pet. 1:15, 16, NIV)
Then to sum up the thoughts pithily, each Reflection for the Week (commencing from 1st Jan. 2012) concludes with Pertinent Points to Ponder for that week.

The Rumination is posted by Friday every week to give time to the believer to use it to prepare himself/herself over the week end for the Lord’s Supper.

The Rumination can be accessed by a visit to the website (as URL given above) or have it sent to the believer by email attachment weekly if request is made for it. As at time of writing, 73 prayer-partners are receiving it this way.
Apart from these weekly Ruminations, the website is also a Resource “centre” for Bible studies and sermon materials. They can be found in…

The “Loaves and Fishes” Link.  
These materials are in two or three formats depending on the needs:

(1) A Study Outline in Word Document file; 


The notes are given in outline form and not verbatim to let the student creatively, under the guidance of the Spirit, put flesh onto the skeleton so as to make the final product his/her very own as he/she further develops and does research on the thoughts. 
(2) A Slide Presentation in Powerpoint to synchronise with the audio message, see (3) below.
(3) A Sound review of the study/sermon recorded in audio (MP3) file.

The “Berita Bethel” Link – Berita Bethel is my personal newsletter and is published and distributed to prayer-partners three to four times a year. If you are not receiving it, you can request for it to be sent to you by email attachment, by post or by hand.

The “History” Link – records the history of the assemblies and assembly work in Malaysia.

The “Filled Full” Link – archives all conference papers, articles published in magazines, editorials of The ECHOS, a bimonthly mission magazine, etc. written out in full.

The “Calendar” Link – contains my speaking roster for the year. Assemblies make their “bookings” referring to these rosters.

The “Choice Gleanings” Link – contains all my contributions of devotions to the Choice Gleanings Yearly Calendar published 
The “P2P” link – contains a list of the Pertinent Points To Ponder contained in the Ruminations from 1st January 2011 for easy reference.

The Search Engine at the top of the home page will help you search for any material that is available in the site.

As we “celebrate” the 7th Anniversary of the Website, especially the Ruminations, we have much cause to thank God for the way these Ruminations have been used to help His children over the years. The counter now shows over 14,000 hits, giving an average of 2,000 per year. The reading will be very much higher if the 73 prayer-partners have to visit the website every week instead of being sent the Ruminations by email attachment. 

We record in the attached appendix below how these Ruminations have helped various people in various ways and from various places giving all glory to God.

We hope that you too have received maximum benefit from it. Let us know if you have, and if the webpage can be improved further to assist you better. Thank you for your prayer fellowship, practical partnership and personal support to make this 7th Anniversary of the website/Ruminations meaningful and profitable to all concerned.
