The Women, the first Witnesses of the empty tomb.

It was Mary Magdalene, and Joanna, and Mary the mother of James, and other women that were with them, which told these things unto the apostles.

The Sisters at the Lord’s Supper keep Silence (I Cor. 14:34) but O, how they would like to Speak out in Adoration of the One Who gave Himself for them.

The Stones by nature could not cry out, but O, how they would like to Shout forth in Appreciation of Him (19:40 cf. 37, 38) Who created them and would one day “redeem” them (Rom. 8:22, 23) .
