A.  Jesus is Lord in His Resurrection.
Lk. 24:3

· Lord Jesus occurs the first and only time in the Gospels, though in all, this lordly title occurs 32 times in the Acts and the Epistles, and once in Revelation in the King James’ Authorised Version (KJV). 

· This title in its first occurrence is linked to His empty tomb. 

· The title also links His Deity and Sovereignty  “Lord” with His Humanity “Jesus” 


or God hath made that same Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ 
Acts 2:36

· And it was His resurrection that made it all possible.
1. In Life, He was Divinely named, JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins.

2. In Life, He was Despised by the name Jesus of Nazareth the King of the Jews.
