a. Though He in Essence is God

b. He considered His Equality with God not something to be Grasped
2:6b, NIV

c. But He Emptied Himself …

i. (And) verily He took not on Him the nature of angels;
Heb. 2:16a

ii. but He took on Him the seed of Abraham 
Heb. 2:16b

iii. and He took upon Him …

2. The Form of a Servant (the very nature of a servant, NIV).
Phil. 2:7

a. Thus, He took a towel, and girded Himself – He, Who was Christ, their Master
Jn. 13:13, 144

b. He re-taught His disciples the lesson of Humility and Charity (Love)
Jn. 13:13-15

c. As He had taught them earlier to Humble themselves “as this little Child”.
Mt. 18:2-4

3. The Figure of Humility – He humbled Himself
Phil. 2:8

a. As a Son and Servant, He learned obedience by the things which he Suffered.

b. Yea, He became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.
