I Sam. 1:9; 4:18

1. Now Eli the priest sat upon a seat by a post of the temple of the LORD.
I Sam. 1:9b 


As priest, Eli was sitting by the tabernacle when he should be Standing and Serving in the Tabernacle…

a. Trimming the lamps on the Lampstand 
Witnessing.

b. Burning incense on the Golden Altar
Worshipping

c. Eating the bread at the Table every sabbath
Waiting and communing.

2. Eli sat upon a seat by the wayside watching: 

I Sam. 4:13a

As priest, Eli was sitting by the wayside, when he should be Standing and Serving in the Outer Court…

a. Sacrificing at the Brazen Altar.
Sacrifice

b. Cleansing his hands and feet at the Brazen Laver
Sanctification

3. He (Eli) fell from off the seat backward … and he died:
I Sam. 4:18


As priest, Eli fell from off his seat backward and died when he heard that the Ark of God was taken.

a. Eli’s two sons, Hophni and Phinehas, were slain – Eli honoured his sons above God.
2:29

b. Eli fell down and died when he heard the ark of God was taken.

4:18

c. Eli’s daughter-in-law died at her son’s birth, naming him, Ichabod – the glory is departed. 4:20, 21

Eli’s failure to honour the Ark of God caused others to die, himself included.

B. He Died, He Sat.

This Man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God. Heb. 10:12

As the Mercy Seat

3. With His death, burial and resurrection…

a. He sat down on the right hand of God.
Heb. 10:12
b. And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus.  Eph. 2:6

Con: He Died, He Sat down on the right hand of God and hath made us to Sit together with Him. Hallelujah!

On earth, He stood and served, His divine task to accomplish.

On the cross, He cried out, “It is finished”,

And He died!

In Heaven, He sits down – His position on His Majesty’s right hand established.
