1. She did what was not done by the Host.

Lk. 7:44
a. He gave the Lord no Water for His feet;
v. 44


She Washed His feet with her tears.
v. 38 

b. He did not anoint the Lord’s Head with Oil;
v. 46


She anointed His feet with Ointment.
v. 38

c. He gave the Lord no Welcome kiss
v. 45

She had been kissing the Lord’s feet and Wiping them with her hair.
v. 45, 44

2. She did what she did for Him, because… 

Mk. 9:31; 10:33
a. She Acknowledged the Lord as Head.

She lay her glory (hair, I Cor. 11:15) at His feet.
v. 44

b. She Anticipated the Lord’s Death in Anointing Him.
cf.  12:7

c. She Accepted her sinfulness and God’s forgiveness.
vv. 42, 43, 47

d. She was Adoring him in her Act.

[Note: Worship (Gk. proskuneo = to kiss toward]
v. 45


Her Anticipated Remembrance of His “burial” led to her Adoring Reverence of Him.
