A. The Resemblance Joseph bears with Jesus
1. Joseph, the Sample-type of Jesus.




The life of Joseph bears a beautiful picture of Jesus when He was on earth.

a. Joseph was Sold for twenty pieces of Silver.


Gen. 37:28

His brothers sold Joseph to the Ishmeelites for twenty pieces of silver:
· Jesus was Sold for thirty pieces of Silver.


Mt. 26:15

Judas asked: “What will ye give me, and I will deliver him unto you?”


And they covenanted with him for thirty pieces of silver.

b. Joseph was Seduced by Potiphar’s wife to Sin.

Gen. 39:7
Potiphar’s wife cast her eyes upon Joseph; and she said, Lie with me.
· Jesus was tempted by Satan to Sin.


Mt. 4:1


Jesus led up of the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted of the devil.
c. Joseph was Sent by God to Deliver Israel from Drought.

Gen. 45:6, 7


God sent me…to preserve you … and to save your lives by a great deliverance.

· Jesus was sent by God to Deliver us from Death.

God sent Jesus to deliver them who (had the) fear of death.

2. Egypt, the Symbol of the World.

a. Thus saith the LORD … I brought up Israel out of Egypt, and delivered you out of the hand 


of the Egyptians, and out of the hand of all kingdoms, and of them that oppressed you.

b. In the Garden of Gethsemane before His Traitor and the soldiers.
Jn. 18:5

As soon then as he had said unto them, I AM (he), they went backward, and fell to the ground.

c. In the Empty Tomb.

a. In the Breaking of the Bread –

This cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me.
