a. We know no one could See God and live.

i. He said, Thou canst not see My face: for there shall no man see Me, and live.

ii. Yet the LORD spake unto Moses face to face, as a man speaketh unto his friend.

iii. No man hath seen God at any time; 


the only begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father, he hath declared him.

b. But they Saw God.

i. They “saw” God and all His Glory – And they saw the God of Israel:

Exo. 24:10a


They Discerned His Splendour and the Sight of the Sapphire pavement under His feet. 
Cf. Eze. 1:26

Under his feet there was something like a pavement of sapphire stone, 

like the very heaven for clearness.



24:10b, NRSV
ii. As Moses saw God in all His Graciousness.


Exo. 33:19-23

[I will be gracious to whom I will be gracious, and will show mercy on whom I will show mercy

Thou canst not see My face: for there shall no man see Me, and live.]

· Moses had a Discernment of His Goodness.


33:19a
· Moses heard a Declaration of God’s Name.

·  Moses had a Demure Glimpse of God’s back as He passed by.

33:22, 23


And it shall come to pass, while My glory passeth by, that I … will cover thee with My hand 

while I pass by: and I will take away mine hand, and thou shalt see My back parts: 

but My face shall not be seen.

2. Moses, Aaron, his two older sons, and the 70 elders ate and drank.

24:1, 11b

a. Earlier, the people had Covenanted with God to obey Him.

24:3

b. Moses set up twelve pillars to Commemorate the occasion.

24:4

c. An altar was Constructed and offerings were given.

24:4, 5

d. The sprinkled blood on the people Constituted the sign of their covenant with God. 
24:6-8

e. They then Climbed up the mountain to “see” God.

24:9, 10


Thus, they saw God, and did eat and drink.

24:11

3. They saw God and ate and drank.



24:1, 11b


It was their way of Confirming and ratifying the Covenant.


a. As with Isaac and Abimelech, etc.:  They said…Let there be now an oath betwixt us,
Gen. 26:28-30


even betwixt us and thee, and let us make a covenant with thee…

And he made them a feast, and they did eat and drink.



b. As with Jacob and Laban 



Gen. 31:50b-54


God is witness betwixt me and thee…This heap be witness, and this pillar be witness …


The God of Abraham... judge betwixt us. And Jacob sware by the fear of his father Isaac.


Then Jacob offered sacrifice upon the mount, and called his brethren to eat bread:


and they did eat bread.
c. As with Jesus and His disciples  [See #B. below]


Mt. 26:26, 27

And as they were eating, Jesus took bread, and blessed it, and brake it, 

and gave it to the disciples, and said, Take, eat; this is My body.


And He took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of it

Cf. "This cup is the new covenant in My blood, which is poured out for you.

B. We eat and drink, but we may not see the Lord!
1. Moses, Aaron, his two older sons, and the 70 elders Saw God and did eat and drink.

2. We eat and drink, but it may be that we do not see the Lord, though we see many other things!
3. Let us remember our Covenant with Him to Remember Him as we eat and drink this day.
I Cor. 11:25, 26
In the same way…He took the cup, saying, "This cup is the new covenant in My blood; do this, whenever you drink it, in remembrance of Me. For whenever you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord's death until he comes.
Here, O my Lord, I see Thee face to face; Here would I touch and handle things unseen;
Here grasp with firmer hand the eternal grace, And all my weariness upon Thee lean.

Here would I feed upon the bread of God; Here drink with Thee the royal wine of heaven; 

Here would I lay aside each earthly load; Here taste afresh the calm of sin forgiven.
