So he drove out the man; and he placed at the east of the garden of Eden Cherubims, 


and a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree of life.
Gen. 3:24
The Thots: 


A. The Exit out of Eden was by way of the East

Gen. 3:24 [See above]
1. There was only one way by which man went out – by way of the east.
a. It led away from the Secure and Safe presence of the LORD.


Gen. 4:16


Cain went out from the presence of the LORD, and dwelt in the land of Nod, on the east of Eden.

b. It led to the Sin at Babel and being Scattered all over the world.

Gen. 11:2, 9


As they journeyed from the east, that they found … Shinar; and they dwelt there.

Therefore is the name of it called Babel; because the LORD did there confound the language of all the earth: and from thence did the LORD scatter them abroad upon the face of all the earth.
c. It led to the Sin of Sodom and Gomorrah and their destruction.

Gen. 13:11-13; 19:28, 29
Then Lot … journeyed east: … and pitched his tent toward Sodom…
And he looked toward Sodom and Gomorrah, and toward all the land of the plain…
And it came to pass…God destroyed the cities of the plain.

2. There was no other way back, all returned routes to this one Exit/Entrance were guarded.
a. By Appointed Armed cherubim – they guarded every way in.


Gen. 3:24

Cherubims, and a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree of life.

b. Only God’s Appointed Way could possibly allow a return.


Jn. 14:6
Cf. Jesus saith… I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.
B. The Entrance into the Tabernacle was from the East.


For the east side eastward fifty cubits. The hangings of … the gate were fifteen cubits.  
Exo. 38:13, 14

The Tabernacle had only one Gate to the outer court.

1. The Entrance would always and Ever face the East – For the east side eastward…the gate
2. All must Enter in by way of that gate facing the East

Jn. 10:9
Cf. I am the door: by me if any man enter in, he shall be saved.



3. The Sprinkling of the blood on the mercy Seat on atonement day was toward the East.
Lev. 16:14


he shall take of the blood of the bullock, and sprinkle it with his finger upon the mercy seat eastward

Cf. Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus:


Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation [lit. = mercy seat] through faith in his blood
C. The Exaltation of the Lord will be from the East to the West.


The East is synonymous with the rising of the sun – on the east side toward the rising of the sun.  Num. 2:3

In the coming day, the Worship of the Lord will be Universal from the East to the west.
1. The Servants of the Lord shall Sing praises to Him.

Psa.113:1-3

From the rising of the sun unto the going down of the same the Lord's name is to be praised.  


2. All Israel shall then know there is no God beside Him.

Isa. 45:6

That they may know from the rising of the sun, and from the west, that there is none beside me. 
I am the LORD, and there is none else.




3. Even the Enemy shall fear the Lord:


Isa. 59:19


So shall they fear the name of the LORD from the west, and his glory from the rising of the sun.  

When the enemy shall come in like a flood, the Spirit of the LORD shall lift up a standard against him.

4. All Gentile Nations shall praise the Lord and God’s Name shall be Great.
Mal. 1:11

For from the rising of the sun even unto the going down of the same my name shall be great among the Gentiles…for my name shall be great among the heathen, saith the LORD of hosts.
