1. In the Tabernacle to Reside among His People.
a. His Purpose: And let them make me a sanctuary; that I may dwell among them.


Exo. 25:8
b. His Presence: And I will sanctify the tabernacle ….And I will dwell among the children of Israel,
Exo. 29:44
c. His People: 
And will be their God. And they shall know that I am the LORD their God…

29: 45, 46


that I may dwell among them: I am the LORD their God.


2. In the Temple to Receive His people’s Praise.


Ezra 3:10

When the builders laid the foundation of the temple of the LORD, they set the priests

… and the Levites … to praise the LORD


3. In the Body of Christ to Redeem us and to Reconcile us unto Himself.
a. For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily.

Col. 2:9

b. A body hast thou prepared me… Then said I, Lo, I come…to do thy will, O God.

Heb. 10:5-7
c. The Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, 
Jn. 1:14


the glory as of the only begotten of the Father)
d. Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, 

Matt. 1:23

and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us.


e. God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto himself…
II Cor. 5:19

B. God’s Dwellings in the Present:

1. God’s Habitation in His People.

a. God indwells the Body of every Believer – the Christian.

Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you?
I Cor. 3:16
b. God indwells the Body of Believers – the Church.
Eph. 2:22

In whom ye also are builded together for an habitation of God through the Spirit.


2. God’s Habitation is His People’s Praise: - O thou that inhabitest the praises of Israel.
Psa. 22:3

a. God’s People are for His Praise – they are Expected to praise God all the time.


But thou art holy, O thou that inhabitest the praises of Israel.

Psa. 22:3, KJV

b. God’s People lift Him up in Praise – they seek to Enthrone Him with praise.




Yet you are holy, enthroned on the praises of Israel.

Psa. 22:3, NRSV
i. The Grounds for Praise: 

· It is the Ground for Justification – the Just had suffered for the Unjust.  

· My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me? 

Psa. 22:1 cf. Mt. 27:46
· For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, 
I Pet. 3:18

that he might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh, but quickened by the Spirit:
· God is now Justified in justifying the unjust – His Holiness has seen to it.



But thou art holy.

Who shall lay any thing to the charge of God's elect? It is God that justifieth.
Rom. 8:33, 34

Who is he that condemneth? It is Christ that died, yea rather, that is risen again, 

who is even at the right hand of God, who also maketh intercession for us.
ii. The God Who is worthy of Praise – His Habitation is the praises of His people.
Psa. 22:3b
· Therefore are they before the throne of God, and serve him day and night in his temple: 

and he that sitteth on the throne shall dwell among them.

· The LORD is my strength and song, and he is become my salvation: he is my God, 

and I will prepare him an habitation; my father's God, and I will exalt him.

· The LORD is my strength and my might, and he has become my salvation; 

this is my God, and I will praise him, my father's God, and I will exalt him.
Exo. 15:2, NRSV
