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The Text:  
Kiss the Son, lest he be angry…Blessed are all they that put their trust in Him.
Psa. 2:12
The Thots: 

Intro: The Kiss – 
Most often used of the touching of the lips to another person’s lips, cheeks, shoulders, hands, or 
feet as a gesture of friendly Regard, Reception, Respect, and Reverence. 

A. Judas Kissed the Son of Man and Betrayed His Trust as Friend.

· Judas, betrayest thou the Son of man with a kiss?

Lk. 22:48
· Now he(Judas) that betrayed Him (Jesus) gave them a sign, saying,
Mt. 26:48

 Whomsoever I shall kiss, that same is He: hold Him fast.
· And forthwith he (Judas) came to Jesus, and said, Hail, Master; and kissed Him.
26:49
· And Jesus said unto him (Judas), Friend, wherefore art thou come? 
26:50
1. Jesus called His disciples “Friends” and not servants.

Jn. 15:15


Henceforth I call you not servants…: but I have called you friends.
2. Jesus called Judas “Friend” when he betrayed his trust!

Mt. 26:50


And Jesus said unto him, Friend, wherefore art thou come? 


3. Judas was the predicted familiar friend who betrayed the trust of his Friend.
Psa. 41:9

Yea, mine own familiar friend, in whom I trusted, which did eat of my bread,

 hath lifted up his heel against me.


B. The Kings will Kiss the Son of God and Serve Him in Fear
Psa. 2:12 cf. 11
1. He is God’s Sovereign on His Holy Hill, Zion.
Psa. 2:6, NIV

I have installed my King on Zion, my holy hill.
2. He is God’s Son declared and decreed as such. .
Psa. 2:7


The LORD hath said unto me, Thou art my Son; this day have I begotten thee.

3. The kings of the nations will Submit to, and Kiss the Son in the future day.
Psa. 2:11, 12
a. They will Serve the LORD with fear. Note: fear (Heb, yir’ah) = reverential fear.

b. They will Rejoice with trembling.

c. They will Trust Him and be blessed – Blessed are all they that put their trust in Him.

C. The Woman Kissed the Prophet-Man and Worshipped Him at His Feet.
Lk. 7:37-39, 44-50

This man, if he were a prophet, would have known who and what manner of woman

 this is that toucheth Him: for she is a sinner.
7:39
1. The Woman At the feet of the Lord.

7:38

(She) stood at His feet behind Him weeping, and began to wash His feet with tears, 

and did wipe them with the hairs of her head, and kissed His feet, and anointed them with the ointment.

The Lord was reclining at the table with His feet stretched behind. The Woman was at His feet.

a. She Affectionately kissed the feet of the Lord.


Kissed (Gk. kata-phileo), i.e. lovingly as a friend, treating the Lord as a Friend of sinners. Cf. 7:39, 47

b. She Anointed the feet of the Lord.



The Anointing sort of Anticipated the Lord’s death and burial.
Cf. Jn. 12:3, 7; Mk. 16:1
c. Her Act of pour(ing) perfume on them filled the house with its sweet fragrance.
7:38, NIV; cf. Jn. 12:3
2. The Woman Acknowledged the Headship of the Lord.
a. She Wept and stood behind the feet of the Lord, demonstrating her Humility.

7:38


(She) stood at his feet behind Him weeping,

b. She Washed the feet of the Lord with her tears, demonstrating her Hospitality.

7:38, 44

I entered into thine house, thou gavest me no water for my feet: but she hath washed my feet with tears.
c. She Wiped the feet of the Lord with the hairs of her head owning the Lord’s Headship.
7:38

She laid aside her glory (her long hair) at the feet of the Lord.

Cf. I Cor. 11:14
She was Worshipping the Lord!

Con.: The Lord’s Complaints: I entered into thine house…
Lk. 7:44-46
· thou gavest Me no water for My feet…;  Thou gavest Me no kiss… My head with oil thou didst not anoint:


On this Lord’s Day, as we enter the Lord’s House to remember our Lord,

· Let us own Him as our Host thanking Him for His gracious Hospitality.
· Let us Kiss the Son at His Feet, acknowledging His Headship and our Humility, giving Him due Homage.
· Let us Anoint His feet and remember Him in the eating of the Bread and drinking of the Cup, Hallowing 
His death, burial and resurrection – “Till He come”

Extol His kingly power, Kiss the exalted Son,
Who died, and lives, to die no more, High on His Father’s throne.
