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The Theme: 
He was Made…
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The Text:  We see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death.
Heb. 2:9
The Thots: 

A. He was made a little lower than the angels as the Son of Man.
Heb. 2:9
1. He was in essence greater than the Angels.

2:5

For unto the angels hath he not put in subjection the world to come,

2. For He created All things which would include the Angels.

Col. 1:16, 17


For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth…


All things were created by him, and for him: And he is before all things, and by him all things consist.
3. Yet He was made Man, a little lower than the Angels.




What is man, that…Thou madest him a little lower than the angels.

We see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels.

a. He made Himself of no reputation, and took upon Him the form of a servant.

b. He was made in the likeness of men: and being found in fashion as a man, He humbled Himself.
c. He became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.
B. He was made flesh, and dwelt among us as the Son of the Father.

And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, 

the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth
1. Concerning his Son Jesus Christ… made of the seed of David according to the flesh.

2. God sent His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh… condemned sin in the flesh

God made Him who had no sin to be sin for us so that in Him we might become the righteousness of God.

E. He was made…; He was not made…; He was  a  life-giving Spirit

1. He was made a Priest after the order of Melchisedec with an oath – the Lord swore. Heb. 7:21b

Cf. the priests of the order of Aaron were made without an oath.
Heb. 7:21a
2. The first Adam was made a living Soul; but He (was; note: not made ) a Life-giving Spirit. 15:45 cf. Gen. 2:7

The LORD God… breathed into his nostrils the breath of life…and man became a living soul.


So it is written: "The first man Adam became a living being"; the last Adam, a life-giving spirit. (NIV)
Con.: Because of this oath, Jesus has become the guarantee of a better covenant.

Heb. 7:22, NIV

And Jesus has given us this new covenant in His blood to remember Him in the drinking of the cup.

This cup that is poured out for you is the new covenant in my blood.

Paul claimed that he and the other apostles had been put on display at the end of the procession 
marching on their way to martyrdom, like men condemned to die in the Roman arena. They were 
being paraded and marched to their death but then, they were witnesses of God’s grace to the 
whole world, to the angels and to all men.


As for us, we are made to live (present your bodies a living sacrifice unto God (Rom. 12:1.), not 
to die. What type of a living witness will we put ourselves on display before men and angels this 
week?

Being defamed, we entreat: we are made as the filth of the world, 


and are the offscouring of all things unto this day.

When we are slandered, we answer kindly. Up to this moment we have become

the scum of the earth, the refuse of the world.

How will we witness and respond if unkind and untrue words are said of us this week – 


when we are made to feel as if we are not important and of no significance, or worse, when 
wrong things are attributed to us?
