 The Last Day
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The Text:  Martha saith unto Him, I know that he shall rise again in the resurrection at the last day.
Jn. 11:24
The Thots: 

Intro.: Today is the last Lord’s Day of the year. For thousands in the world, today can be their Last Day on earth!


Stillborns, accidents, sicknesses, natural calamities, natural deaths (old and young), etc. all contribute to this.


How would you face it if indeed Today is the last day for you? Consider those who faced it.

A. Hezekiah Requested for an Extension of life.

1. The Reality of Dying is in God’s Hands: 

II Kgs. 20:1; Isa. 38:1

In those days was Hezekiah sick unto death. And the prophet Isaiah …came to him, and said…


Thus saith the LORD, Set thine house in order; for thou shalt die, and not live.

2. Hezekiah’s Reluctance to accept God’s Direct Will: 
II Kgs. 20:2, 3; Isa. 38:2, 3


He turned his face to the wall, and prayed unto the LORD…And Hezekiah wept sore.


3. The Results of God’s Doing His Permissive Will:

a. Hezekiah was healed and his life Extended. 

Behold, I will heal thee… And I will add unto thy days fifteen years.

II Kgs. 20:6

b. Hezekiah Exhibited the treasures in the House of God to Babylon’s representatives.
20:13


Later, Babylon was to Rob its treasures and Raze it to the ground.

20:15-17; II Chr. 36:17-19

c. Hezekiah Married and Manasseh was born.


20:21


Manasseh would turn out to be a wicked king who would lead Judah into captivity.
20:18; 21:2-18
· Thus, the Results of not accepting God’s Direct Will.


B. The Fool Relied on his Enjoyment of Life.

1. The Parable of the rich fool: Thou fool, this night thy soul shall be required of thee:
Lk. 12:20

2. His Presumption: The enjoyment of his accomplishments:


Soul, thou hast much goods laid up for many years; take thine ease, eat, drink, and be merry.

3. His non-Preparedness: then whose shall those things be, which thou hast provided?

C. Paul was Ready for the Ending of His Life.

1. Death was ever a Real challenge to him when he was alive:
Phil. 1:20, 21, 23


Christ shall be magnified in my body, whether it be by life, or by death.


For to me to live is Christ, and to die is gain… and to be with Christ; which is far better.

2. He was Ready when he knew he would die:

II Tim. 4:6-7


For I am now ready to be offered, and the time of my departure is at hand.


I have fought a good fight, I have finished my course, I have kept the faith:

3. He was assured of his Reward after death:


Henceforth there is laid up for me a crown of righteousness.
II Tim. 4:8

D. Jesus knew He would be Rejected and His end would come.

1. When Jesus came into the world, He knew He would be Rejected.
Jn. 1:11


He came unto his own, and his own received him not.

2. That He would suffer and be killed was what He Expected.

Mt. 16:21


From that time forth began Jesus to show unto his disciples, how that he must… suffer…and be killed

3. But He also knew that on the third day He would be Resurrected.
Mt. 16:21

That he must go unto Jerusalem, and suffer many things…, be killed, and be raised again the third day.


For Him His last day on earth made it possible for a New Day in heaven for all of us.

May we show our Gratitude to Him on this last Lord’s Day of the year in our Remembrance of Him even as we look to the coming day when we shall see Him face to face in Heaven
