· This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins.
Mt. 26:28

· This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many.
Mk. 14:24

· This cup is the new covenant in my blood, which is poured out for you.
Lk. 22:20

A. The Blood of the Covenant shed for the forgiveness of sins.
Matt.  26:28, NIV
1. The Evidence for the Covenants:

a. The Noahic Covenant was established with a bow in the cloud.
Gen. 9:13


I do set my bow in the cloud, and it shall be for a token of a covenant between me and the earth.

b. The Abrahamic Covenant was established with a Night Ceremony in a Vision.
Gen. 15:12,13


When the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell upon Abram; …


And he said unto Abram, Know of a surety that…
c. The Davidic Covenant was established with the moon in the sky.
Psa. 89:34-37

My covenant will I not break…I will not lie unto David. 

His seed shall endure for ever, and his throne as the sun before me. 

It shall be established for ever as the moon, and as a faithful witness in heaven.

d. The New Covenant with Israel was established with the sun by day and the moon by night. Jer. 31:31, 35

Thus saith the LORD, which giveth the sun for a light by day, and the ordinances of 


the moon and of the stars for a light by night, which…The LORD of hosts is his name:

e. The part of the New Covenant with the Church was established by blood.
Mt. 26:28


This cup is the new covenant in my blood, which is poured out for you.

2. The Emphases in the New Covenant for the Church:
a. Matthew emphasized the Purpose of the Covenant, viz. the forgiveness of sins
Mt. 26:28


This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins,

because without the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness.
Heb. 9:22b
b. Mark emphasized the People of the Covenant, viz. the many.
Mk. 14:24


This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many.

This covenant is made only with the many who received him.
Jn. 1:12


But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God …
c. Luke emphasized the individual Person in the Covenant, viz. you.
Lk. 22:20

This cup is the new covenant in my blood, which is poured out for you.

This covenant is made with the individual who receives Christ.


If you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart 
Rom. 10:9

that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.
B. The Blood in the New Covenant as symbolized in the Cup.


This cup is the new covenant in my blood; do this, whenever you drink it, in remembrance of me.  I Cor. 11:25

1. The Cup is the Symbol of Christ’s Covenant with His Church.
I Cor. 11:25

2. The Cup is the Sign of our Communion with one another in the blood of Christ.
I Cor. 10:16

3. The Cup is our Simple Covenant with Christ that we will Commemorate Him.
I Cor. 11:25
