The Text: 
How beautiful upon the mountains are the feet of Him that bringeth good tidings
Isa. 52:7
The Thots:
 

Intro. : To bring good tidings, the Lord trod the mountains.
A. On Moriah He was the Virtual Sacrifice.
Gen. 22:2, 13

Take now thy son, thine only son Isaac, whom thou lovest, and get thee into the land of Moriah; 


and offer him there for a burnt offering upon one of the mountains which I will tell thee of.


Abraham went and took the ram, and offered him up for a burnt offering in the stead of his son.

1. He was the Son Whom the Father loveth.



Cf. The Father loveth the Son, and hath given all things into his hand.
Jn. 3:35

Cf. Lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.
Matt. 3:17
2. He was the Son, the Father’s Only Son.



Cf. The only begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father, he hath declared him. 
Jn. 1:18


Cf. For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son.
Jn. 3:16

3. He was the burnt Sacrifice offered on the altar.

Cf. Sacrifice and offering and burnt offerings and offering for sin Thou wouldest not, 

neither hadst pleasure therein; … Then said He, Lo, I come to do Thy will, O God.
Heb. 10:8, 9

4. He was the Substitute for us - Abraham … offered him (ram) up … in the stead of his son.

Cf. Who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree.
I Pet. 2:24

B. At Calvary He was the Vicarious Sacrifice.
 
And when they were come to the place, which is called Calvary, there they crucified him. 
Lk. 23:33


[Calvary – a hill, a mound, an elevation, a public highway?]

1. There He died not for sins of His own.
a. For He hath made Him to be sin for us, who knew no sin.
II Cor. 5:21
b. Who did no sin, neither was guile found in His mouth.
II Pet. 2:22
c. And in Him is no sin.

I Jn. 3:5
2. There He died for our sins.
He was manifested to take away our sins.
I Jn. 3:5
a. For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the Just for the unjust,

 that He might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh, but quickened by the Spirit: I Pet. 3:18
b. that we might be made the righteousness of God in Him.
II Cor. 5:21

c. that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness.
I Pet. 2:24

C. At Mount Zion His Victorious Sacrifice will be the subject of the Song
Rev. 14:1
1. The Subjects who will Sing:

a. The 144,000 Sealed Servants of God – with Him an hundred forty and four thousand.
Rev. 14:1

b. The Tribulation Saints – them that had gotten the victory over the beast…
Rev. 15:1

c. All Gentile nations Saved by Grace - all nations shall come and worship before thee.
Rev. 15:4


Lo, a great multitude, which no man could number, of all nations, and kindreds, and people, 

and tongues, stood before the throne, and before the Lamb, …saying,

Salvation to our God which sitteth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb

2. The Subject of the Song.
a. The Subject is the Lamb of God – I looked, and, lo, a Lamb stood on the mount Sion,
Rev. 14:1
b. The Song is a new Song – And they sung as it were a new song before the throne,
Rev. 14:3
And they Sing the Song of Moses the Servant of God, and the Song of the Lamb,

Saying, Great and marvellous are thy works, Lord God Almighty;
just and true are thy ways, thou King of Saints.
