The Thots:
 
A. In the past, Jesus came as King of the Jews.
 
1. He was the Object of the Magi’s Search.
Matt. 2:2


Where is he that is born King of the Jews?  

For we have seen His star in the east, and are come to worship Him.
a. The Magi were Gentile wise men from the East.

b. They were Guided by the Star in the East.

c. They came with Gifts to worship Him. They knew He was The King of the Jews!
2. He was the Subject of Mockery by the Roman Soldiers.
Matt. 27:29
a. The Roman governor earlier had questioned Him if He was the King of the Jews.
Matt. 27:15

The governor asked him, saying, Art thou the King of the Jews?
b. The Ruler then presented Him to the crowd as the King of the Jews.
Jn. 19:15a



Pilate saith unto them, Shall I crucify your King?
c. The Jews Rejected Him as their King; instead, they cried out…
Jn. 19:15b

“We have no king but Caesar”.
d. Thus, He was Ridiculed by the Roman soldiers when He was handed over to them.
Mt. 27:29

When they had platted a crown of thorns, they put it upon his head, and a reed in his right hand: 


and they bowed the knee before him, and mocked him, saying, Hail, King of the Jews!

3. This title could be Read from the Superscription on the cross by all.
Lk. 23:18

A superscription also was written over Him in letters of Greek, and Latin, and Hebrew, 

THIS IS THE KING OF THE JEWS.
a. Jewish Priests and Scribes Disdained Him as He came to them meek and sitting on an ass!  Cf. Matt. 21:5

b. The Roman Potentate and Soldiers Disparaged Him – He was scourged and mocked.
Cf. Mt. 27:31
c. Greek Passers-by on Seeing Him Derided Him – Is it nothing to you, all ye that pass by?
Cf. Lam. 1:12.

B. In the Future, He will come as the King of kings.
