A. A Hundredfold Fulfilment of God’s Promise of Blessing
Gen. 26:12

Isaac sowed in that land, and received in the same year an hundredfold: and the LORD blessed him.

1. God’s Promise of Blessing to Abraham:
a. Abraham’s Blessing:
I will make of you a great nation, and I will bless you,

Gen. 12:2


 and make your name great, so that you will be a blessing:

b. Abraham’s Backsliding in Egypt – he deceived Pharaoh, claiming his wife to be his sister.
Gen. 12:10-20


But God intervened and Abraham’s wife, Sarai was preserved.

Pharaoh commanded his men concerning him: and they sent him away, and his wife, and all that he had

2. God’s Promise of Blessing to Isaac.

b. Isaac’s Backsliding in Gerar – he deceived Abimelech, claiming his wife to be his sister.

But Abimelech found Isaac out and preserved the chastity of his wife, Rebekah.

c. The Begging Question:

i. Abraham failed God in Egypt, yet God blessed him.
Gen. 12:10-20

ii. Isaac failed God in Gerar under almost similar circumstances, would God still bless Isaac?

iii. Yes, He would – one hundredfold!

God’s covenant promise with Abraham was Unilateral and Unconditional!
B. A Hundredfold of Fruit-bearing for the Seed falling on good soil
Matt. 13:3-9, 18-23

And He told them many things in parables, saying: "Listen! A sower went out to sow…
1. The Sower – The One Who sows the good seed is the Son of Man
Matt. 13:3 cf. 37
2. The Seed – When anyone hears the word of the kingdom
13:19
3. The Soils – the path; rocky ground; thorns; good soil.
13:4, 5, 7, 8, 23

Other seeds fell on good soil and brought forth grain, some a hundredfold, some sixty, some thirty.

But as for what was sown on good soil, this is the one who hears the word and understands it, 

who indeed bears fruit and yields, in one case a hundredfold, in another sixty, and in another thirty.
4. Thus, Seek ever to hear the word, understand it, live it out and bear fruit fully unto a hundredfold!


Cf. Those who abide in Me and I in them bear much fruit, because apart from Me you can do nothing.
C. A Hundredfold Finished work of the Son that brought full satisfaction to God.


Jesus … said, "It is finished." Then He bowed His head and gave up His spirit.
Jn. 19:30
1. Jesus was the seed that grew up into a tender plant.

Isa. 53:2

For he grew up before him like a young plant, and like a root out of dry ground
2. Jesus was the grain of wheat that fell to the ground and died.
Jn. 12:24


Unless a grain of wheat falls into the earth and dies, 

it remains just a single grain; but if it dies, it bears much fruit.

But as for what was sown on good soil, this is the one who hears the word and understands it, 


who indeed bears fruit and yields, in one case a hundredfold, in another sixty, and in another thirty.


These are seeds that fall on good soil. Yet, the percentage of their fruit-bearing and yields differ. What makes the difference? It must be the degree a person hears the word, understands it and lives it out in the life. 

John says: Blessed is he that readeth, and they that hear the words of this prophecy, and keep those things which are written therein. [Note: keep is translated: take to heart in NIV]
Rev. 1:3

James says: But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves. For if any be a hearer of the word, and not a doer, he is like unto a man beholding his natural face in a glass: For he beholdeth himself, and goeth his way, and straightway forgetteth what manner of man he was. But whoso looketh into the perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, he being not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be blessed in his deed.


Jas. 1:22-25

It is clear to bear a hundredfold yield of fruits one must not only read or hear God’s Word, but also to keep it in the mind and heart (ruminate) and be a doer of what is learnt fully by living it out. 

To what degree is this true of what you ruminate regarding God’s promises and God’s precepts this day – thirtyfold, sixtyfold or a hundredfold?

Psa. 1:1-3: 


Blessed is the man that walketh not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful.But his delight is in the law of the LORD; and in his law doth he meditate day and night. And he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth forth his fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper.


Please note the Blessedness of a believer who allows the Word to be fully operative in his/her life in the three quotations above (Rev. 1:3; Jas. 1:22-25 and Psa. 1:1-3). Note also the nine-fold Blessing of those mentioned in the Sermon on the Mount below. Will you be the 10th person to receive a hundredfold blessing of the Lord by reading, understanding, keeping and doing His Word from this day forth?

1) (Mat 5:3 KJV)  Blessed are the poor in spirit: for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.
2) (Mat 5:4 KJV)  Blessed are they that mourn: for they shall be comforted.

3) (Mat 5:5 KJV)  Blessed are the meek: for they shall inherit the earth.

4) (Mat 5:6 KJV)  Blessed are they which do hunger and thirst after righteousness: for they shall be filled.
5) (Mat 5:7 KJV)  Blessed are the merciful: for they shall obtain mercy.
6) (Mat 5:8 KJV)  Blessed are the pure in heart: for they shall see God.
7) (Mat 5:9 KJV)  Blessed are the peacemakers: for they shall be called the children of God.
8) (Mat 5:10 KJV)  Blessed are they which are persecuted for righteousness' sake: for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.
9) (Mat 5:11 KJV)  Blessed are ye, when men shall revile you, and persecute you, and shall say all manner of evil against you falsely, for my sake.
