Intro. : 
In these days of disorder, indiscipline, informality and casualness, 


order is a rare commodity even in the Christian community; nevertheless it is a very needed necessity.
A. Abraham was to set the Wood in Order for Worship.
Gen 22: 9

And they came to the place which God had told him of; and Abraham built an altar there,

 and laid the wood in order, and bound Isaac his son, and laid him on the altar upon the wood. 
1. This is the first Occurrence of the English translation order in Scripture in the KJV.

2. The Original Hebrew word 'arak occurs the first time in Gen. 14:8

they joined ('arak) battle with them in the vale of Siddim;
3. The Occasions for using the word 'arak:

It is from a prim. root; to set in a row, i.e. arrange, put in order (in a very wide variety of applications):

put (set) (the battle, self) in array, compare, direct, equal, esteem, estimate, expert [in war],
furnish, handle, 
join [battle], ordain, (lay, put, reckon up, set) (in) order, prepare, tax, value.

a. The word is used in Setting a battle in array.
Gen. 14:8

b. The word is used in connection with Sacrifice.
Gen. 22:9

4.  The Other significant words used for the first time in Gen. 22:
a. Burnt Offering – offer him there for a burnt offering…clave the wood for the burnt offering.
22:2, 3
b. Lamb – but where is the lamb for a burnt offering? God will provide himself a lamb…

 22:7, 8
c. Worship – I and the lad will go yonder and worship.


 22:5

Thus, our worship of God in relation to the sacrifice of the Lamb as the Burnt Offering should be Orderly.


Our Remembrance of Christ in the Role He played as the Lamb of God Who became our Burnt Offering 
for us should lead us to an orderly Worship of Him.
B. David was to order his prayer.
Psa. 5:3

From the varied translations of 'arak (as underlined) below, it would do us well to put out thoughts in order …
1. When we Pray to God – In the morning will I direct my prayer unto thee, and will look up.

KJV
2. When we Present ourselves to God – In the morning will I order my prayer unto thee, and will keep watch
ASV

3. When we Plead our case before God – In the morning I plead my case to you, and watch.

NRSV

4. When we Put forth our case as in a battle – At morning I set in array for Thee, And I look out. 
YLT

5. When we Prepare ourselves to worship – In the morning I prepare a sacrifice for thee, and watch
RSV

Preparation to Present ourselves before God to Pray, to Plead , to Petition or to Put forth our case needs 
orderly Preparation. The more so when we Prepare ourselves to remember Him and to Worship Him. 

There is need before we Partake of the Lord’s Supper to:

a. Examine yourselves, and only then Eat of the bread and drink of the cup.
I Cor. 11:28, NRSV
b. Judge ourselves, [then] we should not be Judged.
I Cor. 11:31
c. Put our Relationship with others Right: Therefore if thou bring thy gift to the altar,

 and there rememberest that thy brother hath ought against thee; Leave there thy gift before the altar, 

and go thy way; first be reconciled to thy brother, and then come and offer thy gift. 

Agree with thine adversary quickly, whiles thou art in the way with him.

d. Centre our thoughts on Christ and Him alone: this do in remembrance of Me.

C. Our Service should be in order

The burnt offerings were in abundance, with the fat of the peace offerings, and the drink offerings


for every burnt offering. So the service of the house of the LORD was set in order.

R. 101
1. In the morning will I order my prayer unto thee, and will look up.

Psa. 5:3, RV

Concerning this verse, F.B. Meyer has this to comment:


It is very important to consider the order of our petitions. No man would approach an earthly sovereign without taking time to consider how best to present his requests. He would consider the pleas on which to relay, the arguments to represent, and the method in which he would most likely to carry his case. Upon entering the presence of the great King, our Father, would it not well repay us to stay on the threshold for a moment to ask what petitions we are to proffer, the order in which we should arrange them, and the reasons we should adduce?


Reflect on the above and relate it to your prayer life even as you approach the Lord day by day this week.
2. Doing things decently and in order can sometimes result in ritual and liturgy without meaningful performance. Yet sometimes without such observation it can result in irreverence and casualness. How would you strike a balance between the two to arrive at a meaningful performance of your intentions that can result in your serving God acceptably with reverence and godly fear for our God is a consuming fire (Heb. 12:28b, 29), and yet with boldness to enter into the Holiest with a true heart in full assurance of faith because we have a Great High Priest over the house of God (Heb. 10:19-22)?
