Intro. :

This is therefore the day to …
A. Think Back and Find God Faithful.
Josh. 23:14

And, behold, this day I am going the way of all the earth: and ye know in all your hearts and in all your souls, 
that not one thing hath failed of all the good things which the LORD your God spake concerning you; 

all are come to pass unto you, and not one thing hath failed thereof.

Joshua had come to the end of his life and he was going the way of all the earth. In thinking back he knew…
1. God had not Forsaken His Promises to him and His people.
Josh. 23:14a

That not one thing hath failed of all the good things which the LORD your God spake concerning you
2. God had not Failed in His Past dealings with them.
Josh. 23:14b

All are come to pass unto you, and not one thing hath failed thereof.
3. However, God will not Fail to Punish them if they forsook Him.
Josh. 23:15, 16

Therefore it shall come to pass, that as all good things are come upon you, 

which the LORD your God promised you; so shall the LORD bring upon you all evil things…

When ye have transgressed the covenant of the LORD your God, which he commanded you.

4. Whatever, God will always be Faithful to His Person.

1. He might not have fully Achieved his Aims at this stage:

2. But he was prepared to Forget his Failures as well as his accomplishments.
Phil. 3:13b

but this one thing I do, forgetting those things 
which are behind…
3. And to Press on to win the Prize of his heavenward calling set in Christ Jesus.
Phil. 3:13c, 14, NIV

straining toward what is ahead, I press on toward the goal to win the prize
 

for which God has called me heavenward in Christ Jesus.

May this too be our Resolve on this Chinese New Year Day as we seek to Remember Him.
C. Think Back and Focus on the Lord.
I Cor. 11:23-25

On the night of the Lord’s betrayal, our Lord instituted the Lord’s Supper, and later Revealed to Paul His 
Request that His church observe it and think back on Him – what He was to them and what He did for them. 
1. When he had given thanks, he brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is my body, 



which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of me
I Cor. 11:24
2. After the same manner also he took the cup…saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood: 


this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me.
I Cor. 11:25


On this Chinese New Year Day which happens to be the Lord’s Day, 

Let us be able to focus our thoughts on Him, our Redeemer – to Remember and Revere Him, and Him only.
