Intro. : 
“Do” is an Action word with great Significance.
Mt. 8:9

For I am a man …having soldiers under me: and I say to this man, Go, and he goeth; 

and to another, Come, and he cometh; and to my servant, Do this, and he doeth it.

· It Demonstrates Authority: I am a man …having soldiers under me
· It Demands Action: I say to this man, Go, and he goeth… Do this, and he doeth it.

1. The “Do” of Obedience.

His mother saith unto the servants, Whatsoever He saith unto you, do it.
Jn. 2:5
1. The Obedience  here is Regarded as that which Relates to a Command – Whatever He saith

Obedience is not an Option, it is an Obligation. 

2. The Obedience Required is Comprehensive – Whatever He saith
a. It is Special – Only whatever He saith, not any other.

b. It is Specific – Whatever He saith, do it; whatever you may think of it.

3. The Obligatory Response is just do it, you have no choice.

a. It applies to any one coming to Him for Salvation.
i. The Ruler could be saved, if he could keep the commandments.
Lk. 10:28

He said unto the ruler, Thou hast answered right: this do, and thou shalt live.


ii. But the Ruler could not even love his neighbour as the Good Samaritan did.
Lk. 10:37

Said Jesus unto him, Go, and do thou likewise.

iii. Thus, like the Rebels of old who were stung by fiery serpents, he needed to do as they did;

They looked at the brazen fiery serpent on the pole and they lived.
Num. 21:8

Cf. As Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of man be lifted up:


  That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.

b. It applies to any one coming to Him for Submission.

i. Be Submissive to God’s Word.
Lk. 8:21

While re​view​ing the hymn poss​i​bil​i​ties for Ho​ly Thurs​day in 2003, I la​ment​ed that none in 
our pre​sent hymn​al real​ly gave the thrust of the tra​di​tion​al nar​ra​tive. I had al​ways want​ed 
to write a hymn text (in​spired by the great Meth​o​dist poet [image: image1.png]


Charles Wesley) and seized 
the op​por​tun​i​ty. The text at​tempts to con​vey the events of the tra​di​tion​al in​sti​tu​tion​al     
nar​rative while re​main​ing con​nect​ed to the emo​tions in the Up​per Room. Al​though I had 
wri​tten songs in a pop-rock-folk style pre​vi​ous​ly, this was my first tra​di​tio​nal hymn text. I 
wrote the text based on a tune [Day of Rest] that was in​clud​ed in the 1935 Meth​od​ist 
Hymn​al but had fallen into dis​use.

Keith lamented that the thrust of such remembrance of the Lord is much forgotten these days, as expressed in the hymn he composed. It is understandable in the context of his environment. But, is not this becoming more and more true even in the assemblies today? When you attend the Lord’s Supper, are you led to Remember Him or are you taken up with other thoughts that occupy your mind? Think back and examine yourself.

Today the biblical terms of the Lord’s Supper (I Cor. 12:20); the Lord’s Table (I Cor. 10:21); Breaking of Bread (Acts 2:42); the Communion (I Cor. 10:16) have been replaced by the “Worship Service” which is not found in Scripture as such. Is it possible that believers can stress so much on Worship (Reverence) that they neglect the Remembrance, when it should be the Remembrance that must inevitably lead to the Reverence? Reflect on this.
