a. We were sinners – we fell short of His mark: 
Rom. 3:23


For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;

b. We were unrighteous – we committed iniquity:
Rom. 6:19

Ye have yielded your members servants to uncleanness and to iniquity unto iniquity;

 even so now yield your members servants to righteousness unto holiness.

c. We were transgressors – we transgressed His law.
I Jn. 3:4

Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law.
2. What we Deserved.

a. For our sin – the soul that sinneth, it shall die.
Eze. 18:4 cf. Rom. 6:23
b. For our iniquity – I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity.
Mt. 7:23; Lk. 13:27
c. For our transgression – death reigned…after…Adam's transgression. 
Rom. 5:14
· But He did not give us the Death that we Deserved, instead…

B. God Gave His Sinless Son to Die for us – a Deed He did not Deserve.
1. 
He was in essence God, yet was made in the likeness of men… 

Phil. 2:6-8

and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.

2. 
He knew no sin, yet was made…sin for us…

II Cor. 5:21

that we might be made the righteousness of God in Him.
 
3. 
He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities:
Isa. 53:5

the chastisement of our peace was upon Him; and with His stripes we are healed.

4. He … bare our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins, 
I Pet. 2:24

should live unto righteousness: by whose stripes ye were healed.
· From being cursed, we are now Blessed:
Psa. 32:1, 2


Blessed is he whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin is covered.



Blessed is the man unto whom the LORD imputeth not iniquity
C. Now we should Give His Son what He Deserves. 
1. He is the Worthy One.
a. He Created us.
Rev. 4:11

Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour and power: for Thou hast created all thing

And for Thy pleasure they are and were created.

b. He was Crucified for us.
Rev. 5:9

And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open the seals thereof: 

for Thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue,

and people, and nation;

2. He deserves to be Worshipped.
Phil 2: 9-11
Even God also hath highly exalted Him, and given Him a name which is above every name:
 That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth,
 and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, 
to the glory of God the Father.
’Tis I who should be smitten, My doom should here be written;

A crown of thorns Thou wearest, My shame and scorn Thou bearest,
That I might ransomed be.

2. Because of God’s Mercy, we do not get what we deserve.


Because of God’s Grace, we get what we do not deserve.

Think on these thoughts and reflect on how you should respond to God’s Mercy and Grace.


Consider how Lot and his wife exploited God’s Mercy and Grace in the incident below:
And it came to pass, when they had brought them forth abroad, that he said, Escape for thy life; look not behind thee, neither stay thou in all the plain; escape to the mountain, lest thou be consumed. 
And Lot said unto them, Oh, not so, my Lord:

Behold now, thy servant hath found grace in thy sight, and thou hast magnified thy mercy, which thou hast showed unto me in saving my life; and I cannot escape to the mountain, lest some evil take me, and I die: 
Behold now, this city is near to flee unto, and it is a little one: Oh, let me escape thither, (is it not a little one?) and my soul shall live.

And he said unto him, See, I have accepted thee concerning this thing also, that I will not overthrow this city, for the which thou hast spoken.

Haste thee, escape thither; for I cannot do any thing till thou be come thither. 
Therefore the name of the city was called Zoar.

The sun was risen upon the earth when Lot entered into Zoar.

 Then the LORD rained upon Sodom and upon Gomorrah brimstone and fire from the LORD out of heaven; And he overthrew those cities, and all the plain, and all the inhabitants of the cities, and that which grew upon the ground.
